The Morey Letter.
In the fall of 1880, some six or eight 

weeks before the voting day in November, 
the republican party managers suddenly 
realized that they had so far been running 
the campaign without anything like a real, 
popular electioneering cry—one that would 
draw votes. They took counsel together, 
and with one accord fastened upon the cry 
of “ protection to home industry ’’ as the 
thing that would tell with the masses. 
They took it up, yelled it for all they were 
worth, and the result went beyond their 
most sanguine expectations. The masses 
of the people—the “ horny-handed sons of 
toil,” as it is the fashion to call them— 
fairly crushed and crowded into the meet 
iugs where American national policy was 
made the leading issue. The democrats 
were not long in finding out what a power 
the cry of “protection” was with the 
masses.
