A MURDERER FROM MICHIGAN,

1 Myers, A d of Wife Murder,

Arrested at Windsor. ”
WiNDsoR, Aug. 25.—Chief of Police Bains
arrested a man who bas been living here for
the past two weeks on the strength of the
fact that lLe tallied with the description of
one Emmanuel Myers, charged with ‘murder.
ing his wife in Jackson, Mich. After the ar-
68t the man confessed his crime. “The mur+
der took place in February last.. The girl was
his third wife and was only 20 yesars of age.
They had been married three years. He was
extremely cruel to her, and on that acoount
they separated about four months’ prior to the
shooting. Subsequently a son of Myers, by a
former wife, fell ill and Mrs. Myers returned
home to nurse him. ' On his recovery she pre-
pared to take her departure again, and Myers
helped her to pack her trunk and said he
would go &mrt. of the way with her. As she
turned to leave the house he suddenly drew a
revolver and shot her, the bullet passing
through her lungs and lodging in the liver,
inflicting a fatsl wound.

Immediately after the shooting the murderer
disappeared, and although the police made
diligent search to discover his whereabouts
they failed to locate him, and it was thought
he had ended his life by jumping into the
river, which runs by his house. n?not.e.d of
committing suicide Myers made tracks for the

It Wiil Cost 81000 te Settle the Ownership
or8? Conts’ Worth of Land.

OrTawA, Aug. 25.—A peculiar case will
come up at the tall session of the High Court
ot Justice, Quebec Beuch Division. It ap-
pears that a farmer named Thos. Woods of
the Township of Huntly, Carleton County, in
building & tree fence encroaghed on the
property of a man named Geo.
