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Yhe Panama Canal Affair a Lesson to
vanada.

1. The Panama Caunal scandal is likely to
rank in history alongside the South Sea
Bubble, The descent of M. de Lesseps
from the fame he achieved as the chief pro.
jector and engineér of the Suez Canal to t.l_xa
disgrace he is now enduring as a prisoner in
& French jail, has no parallel in history.

About this time, thirteen years ago, he
announged to the world that in 1887 the
waters of the Atlantic and Pacitic would be
joined like those of the Mediterranean and
Indian Seas. Two years before that date
the collapse of that undertaking was pre-
dicted by eminent French financiers, who

, declared that it would bring ruin to its pro-

% moters, and percipitate a monetary crash
most disastrous to'that country.

When the time was near at which the open-
ing of that great canal was fixed, hardly ten
per cent, of the work had been done, and
the outlay had reached about $170,000,000.
The interest obligations had reached §14,000
per day. .

AS these vast expenditures and liabilities
began vo be compared with the progress of
the work threats of the coming storm arose.
The company interested in this enterprise
came to grief, and in the summer of 1890 a
report upon its condition was made public.
Its liabilities had reached $260,000,000 and
final success a dream. The promoters had
secured subscriptions all over France,  The
savings of years were contributed by the
thrifty of all classes. But in vain; the
long-threatened collapse came, bringing not
only widespread financial disasteribut even

. greater disgrace upon the legislators of
“Frauce than rests upon those of England of
the times from the reign of William and
Mary to later. scandalous periods, when

.. members of Parliament were bought and

-,80ld as openly as hogs.

| deputies and senators. Sums ranging from

% §60,000 to $30,000 were paid to individual

© Minjsters and to newspaper proprietors.
; The difficnlty is not to discover who are
% guilty, but who are innocent. The honor of
the whole Legisiative body, from the Fresi-
‘dent down to the humblest deputy, is
besmirched by this colossal scandal.

Paraphrasing a French proverb, we may

¥ well ask what business the people of that
nation had anyway with a scheme like the
Panama Canal? That of Suez wasof vital
moment to Great Britain as a short cut to
her eastern dominions. But the jumction
of the Atlantic and Pacific could be of no
special benefit to France. If needed at all,
it isso by England and the States who
would have built it jointly had this canal
beeir a necessity or likely to provea pay-
ing investment.

From its inception the Panama Canal
schéme was a prodigious speculation, born
of French vanity, for entering upon which
France has for her ambition only now the
satisfaction of having its most eminent
engineer in jail; its' Legislature disgraced;
its millions scnk in an unfinished ditch; a
political convulsion imminent, and thous-
ands of the people ruined.

There is no reason, however, to doubt
that France will quickly recover fiaancial
health, The terrible sacrifices made by
that nation in 1870 in its war with Ger-
many were expected to depress its finances
for many years. But the Panama scheme
was launched soon after the country was
reorganized asa Republic. France, indeed,
has marvelous recaperative powers, both
monetary and governmental. The cloud
over her is black, but the silver lining is
there, for with all their volatility the people
of old France are commercially as thrifty
and as honorable as those of any nation on
earth, and upon these pillars national
stability rests securely.

The Panama affaic will teach them to
concentrate their financial resources on
home enterprises. So ought it to teach
Canadians. There isa growing tendency
here to place funds abroad, to divert for the
use of foreign operators those fands which
are needed to develop and sustain native in-
dustries. Thethreatsof Mr. Lauriertoswamp
our manufacturers is disturbing confidence,
as capital is a sensitive plant that trembles
at every breeze. It is not true that money
is scarce here; it is abundant, but instead of
going into new énterprises such as the
mineral and other resources of the country
require for their utilization,Canadian money
is being locked up in bonds, stocks, mort-
gages, foreign investments, anywhere, as
was done by the French in the Panama mag-
ter, rather than in furthering the industrial
enrichment of our own country.

President Van Horne of the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company, in the course of
a communication to The New York Times
on the subject of the railway relations be-
tween the United Statesand Canada, makes
this remark:

Since unfair advantages are under discis-
sion permit me to point out that the Ameri-
can railways are exempt from she terms of
the Interstate Commerce law in competing
for Canadian traflic—that is- to say, for
traflic from one point in Canada to another,
a8, for instance, between Manitoba and
Eastern Canada or between Eastern Canada
and British Columbia-—while the Canadian
railways are subject to the law in respect to
all “‘States to States” traffic. If there be
an unfair advantage anywhere it is on the
other side.

YWallpaper Duties,

Editor World: Your correspondent;
““Paper Hangings,” has done the pnblic
good serviee in pointing out the very high
duties imposed on certain lines of wall-
paper. But there is one line that he has
omitted to specify on which the duties are
higher than those to which he has referred.
I allude to those called “Glimmers.” These
are imitations of gilt papers. The regnlar
price of these goods in their cheapest make
on white paper is $3.50 per 100 rolls, but in
large quautities  theré is a trade discount of
10 per cent., which makes the price $3.15.
But if thesg goods are bought from certain
firms there is an extra allowance of
10 per cent., which makes a net
price “of $2.831. The dug on
those goods as charged at the Toronto
Customs house is $3 per 100 rolls, which is
over 100 per cent. The - borders to match
those goods have about the same proportiow
of duty.

Now the point to which I wish to call

your attention in regard to these “glim- |
mers” is that these heavy duties are illegal.

They are illegal even judged by the regular
tariff of the Customs House.

If you turn to the tariff you will see that
certain kinds are specified; and it states
that all other8 not specified are to.be 35
per cent. Now the ‘‘glimmers” are mnot
specified, and yet the Toronto Customs
House insists on charging over 100 per cent.

You will notice that I have mentioned
the Toronto Customs House as charging these
high duties, and I do so advisedly, because
all the custom houses do not do so, some
of them adhering to the duty rates as stat-
ed in the tariff. This is an injustice to the
Toronto dealers for they have to pay nearly
three times as much duty as these who get
those goods through at 35 per cent,

In making these matters public The
World is rendering a great service to the
wallpaper trade, and I have no.doubs that
the subject only has to be brought before
the present Government to haveis rectified.

rance’s alliance with ‘a power which can
only be regarded as the enemy of civiliza-
tion, is in no immediate danger of war, be-
cause Russia is not at this moment ina
position to enter upon a campaign. Her
credit is exhausted and her new re ting
rifles will not be completed before the year
1894. These two causes alone would almost
suffice to secure us against any immediate
outbreak of hostilities; but we have a yet
stronger = gugrantee in the fact of the
recent famine—more powerful than the
force of legions—more convincing than the
arguments of the most  refined diplomacy—
in the will of the Almighty, who, in depriv-
ing. Alexandet’s subjects’ of their daily
bread, has thought fit to render them harm-
less for the nonce. KEven were the whole
Russian army to be standing at the frontier
to-day, we need not tear it; for a nation
bowed down by the failure of her crops is
practically weak and helpless, however
proudly - ker numbers may figure upon
‘paper, and a state which has proved incap-
able of shielding her snbjects from famine
must be rotten to the core. Relieved,
therefore, of any immediate apprebeasion,
Europe has gained breathing space and
time for reflection, and this in itself is a
great Loon, for we know not what
political surgrim may yet be in store for
us. - Notwithstanding the fraternization
of Cronstadt, France is at present unable
to pluck the fruits of this alliance, Russia,
as we have shown, not being in a position
io support her beilicose aspirations. It is,
therefore, not impossible that meanwhile
France may awake to the recognition that
even tho recovery of Alsace-Lorraine wounld
be too dearly bought by submission to the
Czar, and, mindful of her glorious tradi-
tions, will come to irealize the moral de-
gradation implied by an alliance with the
butcher of the Poles, Baltes and Finns, the
corrupter of Bulgarians, Roumanians and
Serbs, the destroyer of Europe, and civiliza-
tion’s sworn enemy. !

How Thirty Sallots Lost Their Lives ou n

While' ona regéut visivto St. Johu's,
Newfoundlaud, Mr.  Tetlow, a0 Lnglish-
man, related the following story to a re-
‘porter of The Daily Tribune of that city,
‘concerning Captain  Momsan, ~who is to
take chatge of the ship ' in which Dr.
Nausen is to' attempt this summer to reach
the North Pole. :

A few years back Captain Momsan and
another captain were out whaling near
the coast of Spitzbergen, when they were
frozen in eitlier than ‘they expected. A
conterence of -the officers of both  ships
‘wag held on board Captain: Momsan's
vessel, when it was found .that they had
not sufficient provisions to last them till
the following summer. On . the opposite
side of Spitzbergen, 90 miles away, there
was o cache containing food ~sapplies by
the Danish and Swedish Governments _for
the use of shipwrecked sailors, the exist-
tence of which was known to Momsan,
and he found that by sending 30 meracross
the island to the cache, there would be suffi-
cient provision on board the two ships
to last the remainder till the ice broke up
in the following July. Volunteers were
called, for, and 30 . were selccted
from among the crews of both vessels
to cross the  island in sledges to
the ocache, which they expected to reach in
30 days. The men left, and in & few days
afterwaed Momsan and his fellow-captain
got clear owing to the unexpected breaki f
up of the ice; They immediately set sai
for Norway, knowing that the cache con-
tained sufficient provisions to keep the 30
men who were left behind alive till the fol-
lowing summer. In the ensuing July a
rescue expedition was sent out from Nor-
way in charge of Captain Momsan, and,
having arrived. in 'the bay near where the
cache was situated, they fired agun, but
got no response from the shore. |

Captain Momsan says that he went ashore
‘with a sinking heart, for he feared the
worst, and the result proved that he was
right, for, on entering the hut built aver
the cache, he found himself in the presence
of 30 dead bodies. The l¢ader of the expe-
dition sat at the table dead, with his open
diary before him, written up to within 10
days of Momsan’s arrival, and in it he ex-
plained that the men suffered such hardship
In crossing Spitzbergen . that they ate
ravenously: when they reached the
cache. In that | climate, be said, it
