Plaintiffs Against Newspapers to Get Only 
Actual Damages.

Springfield, Ills., June 27,-klov. Alt- 
geld signed the libel bill to-day. It pro­
vides that in any action brought for the 
publication of libel in any newspaper in 
this state the plaintiff shall receive only 
the actual amount of damages, if it shall 
appear at the trial of such action that 
such publication was true, or that^ its 
falsity was due to mistake or misappre­
hension of facts and that in the next two 
regular issues of the newspapers after 
the miktake or misapprehewnsion was 
brought to the knowledge of the pub­
lishers, whether before or after action 
haa been brought, a correction or retrac­
tion was publishedin as conspicuous a 
manner and place in the paper as was 
the libel.
