This Drudgery Fairly

Easily.

Save up your soiled dishes and wash
them only once a day. DBy so doing
you can save something like an hour
and a quarter a week. Eleven min-
utes per day was the actual time saved
in a recent experiment.

Piles of dishes waiting to be washed
three times a day year in and year out
throw a damper over the finest of
housekeepers. If only the drudgery of
dish washing could be disposed of once
a day instead of morning, noon and
night kitchen work would be in greater
demand than it is.
