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—GENERAL COXEY'S career seems to have
come to a rather inglorious termination.
This once mighty leader, who was to accom-
plish such great things for the unemployed
of the nation, now languishes in a Washing-
ton prison, condemned because he didn't
“skeep off the grass.” To add te his humili-
ation he was handcuffed on leaving the police
court, hurried into the so-called *‘ Black
Maria,” along with some ten or a dozen com-
mon drunks, negroes and other prisoners,
and sent up to serve out the sentence of the
court. Such is the termination of the first
chapter of this man's career as a great philan-
thropist and reformer. His poor, deluded
followers, who walked through the mud and
slush of early spring, all the way to Wash-
ington, while he rode in his carriage, have
been left to find their way back home, or
otherwise shift for themselves as best they
can. Both leader and followers have pro-
bably accomplished what they sought at the
inception of the undertaking—free board and
lodgings for a time, and a very large measure
of notoriety through the medium of the press.
Coxey will probably be heard from next ina
dime museum or something of the kind. The
undignified and very humiliating treatment
which he has received at the hands of the
Washington authorities will doubcless go far
toward cooling the ambition of those others
who were 8o quick to imitate him. These
adventurers, who appeared eager for the
notoriety which such an undertaking gave
Coxey, at the outset of his career, will now
see, in the utter failure of his expedition to
gain anything, but the contempt of the entire
nation, the uselessness of continuing any
longer their tramp in the direction of the
national capital. It is well, too, that ex-
peditions of this kind should thus be brought
into contempt. Had Coxey and his band of
ragamuffins succeeded in impressing their
demands upon Congress so as to influence
legislation to any considerable extent, it
would have given a mighty impetus to other

ch lawless mobs to undertake similar ex-

gitions and make other demands even

e unreasonable and ridiculous. At these

led industrial armies will no doubt now
rse, without having influenced the ac-
of Congress one iota.

—A tax of fifteen dollars a year upon com-
‘mercial travellers is one of the expedients to
which the province of Prince Edward Ieland
has recently resorted in order to help fill her
depleted treasury. We fancy this is one of
the forms of taxation which will prove popu-
lar with everybody except the knights of the
road themselves; and, if exacted of all such
travellers, it ought to realize a fairly sub-
stantial sum for the province, judging by the
number which annually comes this way, for
at some seasons of the year their name is
legion.

Our genial friend, the drumnmer, is one of
the adjuncts of business, as at present car-
ried on, concerning whose usefulness there is
some room for doubt. He is generally the
prince of good fellows, with a thorough
knowledge of the world, and able to read and
understand human nature as he would an
open book. His business is to sell goods,
and he generally does it, whether his cus-
tomer wishes to buy or not. As aresult the
merchant frequently finds himself with more
goods on hand than he can sell, and more
bills to meet than he can pay. And if any
body thinks that the commercial traveller,
or his employer, pays all his own expenses
and ‘does not charge it up to his customer, in
the increased price of his goods, then we
fancy he is laboring under a slight mistake
about the matter. So, looking at the ques-
tion in all its aspects, we are inclined to the
opinion *bat the action of the Prince Edward
Island legistature in imposing a tax upan our
frieids of the road is justifiable, and one
which oar own provincial authorities might
imitate without in any way inflicting any
bardship upon the business interests of the
province.

—Tae cordial reception which the citi-
zens of Boston gave to the two British war
ships which visited that port during last
week must have been very gratifying to all
those who are desirous of seeing peace and
good-will existing between the two great
branches of the Anglo-Saxon family. Noth-
ing seems to have been left undone by the
citizens to mnake the visit a pleasant one to
the officers and men of the ships, while the
attentions shown to the govenor of the state,
the mayor of the city, and the various pri-
vate citizens who visited the ships were no
less cordial and friendly. The Blake is a
magnificent specimen of Her Majesty’s navy,
and British subfjects in Boston had reasons
for the feelings of pride they experienced in
her appearance as she steamed into the har-
bor and fired the customary salute.

We observe, too, that the 24th was quite
generally observed by the Queen’s subjects
over there, many banquets, taking place, in
honor of the occasion, and more than the
usual amount of bunting being displayed,
without any of the disagreeable incidents
which have marked similar occasions in the

past.

—_Tag various showers of the past week
were very refreshing and came just at the
right time, as they were very much nceded.
Thus far our spring has been an unusually
dry one. In Ontario and the western sec-
tions of the dominion, however, the season
has been fully as moist as the average, and
very favorable reports are being received
from there of the outlook for the wheat crop.
Notwithstanding the fact that the price of
wheat during the past year has ruled below
what is claimed as a paying basis, there is
reported to be a larger acreage under culti-
vation this season than at any time in the
past.

—TaE finances of Prince Edward Island
must be in an exceedingly bad state when
the grant of $150 a year to teachers has to
be cut down to $25.00. Yet that seems Lo
be the size of the reduction which is to be
made, if the newspapers have correctly re-
ported the matter. Sosweeping a reduction

as that will create havoc with the educa--

tional affairs of the island, and we can
bardly conceive of a condition of the finan-
ces of the province which would justify it;
and in view of the fact that the local govern-
ment propases to increase the revenue of the
province quite largely by direct taxation,
this sweeping reduction seems altogether
unnecessary.

—Final steps are now being taken at
Washington for the admission of Utah as a
State of the Union. Were it not for the
stain of Mormonism Utah would doubtless
long ago have been removed from the list of
territories. She has a population of two
hundred and thirty-three thousand, a num-

_ ber far in excess of some of the Western
States, and considerably more than Dela-
ware. Utah will be the forty-fifth State
in the Union. Her companion terri‘ories
are New Mexico, Arizona, Indiana, Alaska,
Oklahoma and the District of Columbia.
New Mexico has a population of over two
hundred thousand and her admission as a
State cannot be much longer delayed.

Teachers’ Assoclation.

The fifteenth annual meeting of the Teach-

» Association of Inspectoral District No.
4, convened in Sissiboo Hall, ‘Weymouth, on
Thursday, May 24th, 1894, was duly called
to order at 9.30 a. m. by the President, In-
spector Morse.

The minutes of last meetins, held at Bear
River, were read and adopted.

The following officers were appointed for
the ensuing year: Vice-President, L M.
Longley; Secty.-Treas., J. H. Crowe; Hx-
ecutive Commattee, B. S. Banks, Nelson
Churchill, Mrs. Benson, Miss May Belle
Fash, and W, N. McVicar.

The president then read letters from Dr.
MacKay, Principal McViecar and Principal
McGill, deeply regretting that they could
not be present.

Mr. McVicar provided a substitute in the
person of Principal Cameron, of Yarmouth,
and Mr. McGill had asked Prof. Smith of
Truro to take his work here.

The Chairman suggested that a few per-
sons be appointed to correspond with the
press in reference to the work of the Asso-
ciation, accordingly Mr. O. P. Goucher was
appointed to correspond with the Halifax
lferald, Mr. I. M. Longley with the Morn-
ing Chronicle, and Mr. W. E. Saunders
with the Ed. Review.

The executive committee thought it ad-
visable thill year to change the nature of the
work, and that instead of reading and dis-
cussing papers as formerly, the Association
do some science teaching in order that the
work may harmonize more directliv1 with
that taken up by the Summer Sc ool ot
Science.

The first lesson uug}l)lt was one in Physio-
logy, by Principal O. P. Goucher, of Law-
rencetown. In teaching this branch of
science, Mr. Goucher dwelt particularly on
the bones. The teacher of this lesson jiad
nearly every E&rt of the human skeleton
present, which he showed to the class.
Close questioning on the part of the teacher,
elicited some good and ready answers, and
gave Mr. G. a good opportunity to explain
his work. Principal Goucher handled this
subject in an able and practical manner, and
showed commendable tact and ability as a
teacher, which called forth remarks from
members of the Association.

Princs. Banks, Longley, Prof. Smith and
others in remarking on the lusson gave val-
uable hints and suggestions, which if put
into practice in the schools would do much
to simplify the work in this branch of
science.

Meeting adjourned at noon.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Meeting called to order at 1.45 p.m.

Report of A. D. Brown and 8. C. Shaffner
in reference to the publication of the ‘‘Drama
by Principal McVicar” was read and laid on
the table. The report was subsequently
adopted.

After roll-call, Prof. Smith, of the Agri-
cultural School, Truro, was introduced.
Prof. Smith was here for two purposes, —one
to take Principal McGill’s lesson in Chemis-
try; the other, to have a talk on the natural
sciences generally.

Mr. Smith said, Chemistry was one of the
most difficult of the sciences to teach. The
text-book could not be successfully taught
without the aid of apparatus. That to un-
dertake to do so was worse than a waste of
time. Much had been said of science, but
more should be said of art. The teaching of
every lesson thould be one of art. Art first,
then science. The pupils should experiment
and iovestigate for themselves. *‘We learn
to do, by doing.” In the study of anatomy
and physiolgy, the pupils should get an
animal, and dissect it. Examine the bones
and the parts as Mr. Goucher had done in
his excellent lesson. Botany was not so
difficult to teach as many of the sciences;
and again, bhe objected to the mere use of the
text-book. He emphasized the fact that
more attention should be given to field work,
—go into the woods and fields. Children
should be early tanght to use the pencil.
He considered drawing one of the most im-
portant of subjects. No brief synopsis in
this report could do justice to Mr. Smith or
his_ valuable instruction. In closing, the
Prof. advised all who could afford it, to spend
a portion of their vacation at the Science
School, Truro. He wasalways in attendance
and its instruction was free to all.

Principal Brown remarked that we should
be very grateful to Prof. Smith for his valu-
able hints and suggestions. But the Council
of Public Instruction had assigned the whole
work of the text-book in Chemistry to be
prepared in one year by 10th grade pupils;
and to take up every topic, as Prof. Smith
had recommended, and teach it experimen-
tally, would require much more time than
the teacher had at his disposal. What should
be done in that case? Prof. Smith said, it
was better to do thoroughly what was done,
than to merely memorize the facts of the
text-book.

Mr. Cameron of Yarmouth, being present,
rose to say, that he was here to fill the shoes
of a better man, and simply suggested that
he wanted the members ot the Association to
come to-morrow morning prepared to ask
questions or to suggest subjects for discus-
sion in respect to the earth as a planet.

Miss Parker, a graduate of the Normal
School, was then asked to teach her lesson
on the ** Tonic Sol Fa” system of music.
Miss Parker introduced her subject by giving
a brief historical sketch of the system, and
the place it should occupy in school work.
The well known school song *“My Own Cana-
dian Home” was then taught according to
the new system. Before Miss Parker had
finished her lesson, the time for adjournment
had arrived.

Mee'ing called to order at 8 p.m. Mr.
Longley moved that the next meeting of the
Associ ition be held in the month of May of
next year, and passed unanimously.

Resolved, That the exact date be fixed by
the executive committee and that the next
meeting be convened at Bridgetown.

Miss Parker then continued her music les-
son. This was a very interesting and to
many an important lesson. The teacher in-
vited inquiry regarding this method and an-
swered all questions satisfactorily.

Thus ended the evening session.

Meeting adjourned at 9.30 p.m.

"FRIDAY MORNING SESSION.

Meeting called to order at 9 a.m. Finan-
cial statement received from the executive
committee and all debts ordered to be paid.

Resolved, That we hold one long session
this morning instead of two short ones, and
finish the business of this year’s association.

The chairman announced that Mr. Brown,
of Bridgetown, was very ill, and would not
be in attendance to-day.

Mr. Cameron was then called to teach a
lesson on Physical Geography, and on rising
to address the meeting received tremendous
applause. In a few pleasing remarks he
opened the subject and for ome hour and a
half the attention of every member was fairly
riveted upon the speaker. In scathing lan-
guage Mr. Cameron condemned the text-
book on Geography, as being the worst ever
published, even the English Grammar not
excepted, but which might play a very good
second fiddle. I shall not attempt to give
even a brief outline of this valuable lesson.
To be appreciated, it must be heard.

At the close of this lesson Mr. Longley
anpounced that the eastern-bound train
would soon be due and those who were going
east of Annapolis would have to leave at once.
As Miss Vidito had to leave on the early
tra‘n, her valuable lesson on Botany could
not be given.

Mr. N. W. Hogg, of the Digby Academy,
was then called to read his paper on * Pesta-
lozzi.” This was a very interesting paper
and many good points made, some of which
were: that Christianivy is essential in educat-
ing the young; that the parents must be the
first educators of the child; that each part
of the subject must be thoroughly under-
stood by the pupils before they receive fur-
ther instruction; the lesson should be fre-
quently reviewed; the object of teaching is
to develop; drawing should be taught. This
paper called forth remarks from Rev. Mr.
Withycomb, J. H. Crowe and others.

Mr. Woodman next read a paper on *‘ At-
tention.” This paper dealt more with theory
than with practise. The paper was a well
written one and well received.

Mr. Crowe in speaking to the paper said
that he thought many persons were incap-
able of commanding attention, and that no
set rules could be laid down which would very
much aid them in doingso. He thought the
power to hold the attention of the class must
be within the teacher. The teacher musc be
possessed with a sort of animal magnetism,
the school forming one pole of the battery
and the teacher the other, and attention
would be kept up along the wire in some
such an unexplainable manner as news is
conveyed and received along the galvanic
wire.

Mr. Withycombe spoke on the practical
side of this subject, and thought teachers
were born, not made. .

Mr. Hogg remarked that children could
not be frightened into attention.

Mr. Churchil! thought the teacher should

to the eye, rather than to the ear, in
securing attention.

The inder of the session was pied
in listening to Mr. Cameron on ‘‘ English
Literature.” As Mr. Brown could not be
ment, Mr. Cameron said he would do his

to take Mr. Brown’s place. The poem
selected was Grey’s ““ Elogy.” It is needless

to say thas Mr. Cameron was at home on

this subject, and interested and instracted
the members for over an hour.

The association exgrened their very sin-
cere appreciation of the services o Mr.
Cameron and Prof. Smith, and accordingly
passed a vote of thanks.

A vote of thanks was also tendered to the
railway management for reduced rates, and
to the trustees of Sissiboo Hall for the free
use of their building.

The Association was brought to a close by
singing the ‘‘National Anthem.” Thus
ended one of the most practical aud success-
ful meetings of the Association ever held
within the district. « . O
