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withstanding, sufficient flour was found fôr the
whole community for the space of four months.
This the Treasurer very judiciously attributed
to the prayers of ler holy mother; who never
failed visiting the little wheat that remained,
from time to time, and ~offering up her fervent
prayers for its increase.

A person highly creditable who lived in the
Convent, relates that wine had become so scarce
that it could not be had in Montreal. The
Congregation supplied the sick of the city as
well as the quantity necessary for the Masses
said at the Parish Church. What is here par-
ticularly remarkable is, when the vessels
arrived from France with wine, the barrel
which bad so freely supplied the liquor refused
to flow.

The same person assures us- that the Sisters
were once on the point of entering the dining
room for dinner, when Sister Bourgeois was
told it was useless to assemble the sisters for
the frugal repast ; nevertheless she bad the bell
