Tue Ontar10 aND Quebec ConvENTION. —The report
of Becretary-Treasurer McDiarmid gave an acoount of
much earnest and sucoesaful work at home and abroad.
Attention was called to-the fact that a quarter of a cen-
tury of separate foreign misaion work on the part of the
Baptists of Oatario and Quebec has just been completed.
* Mr, and Mrs. MoLaurin entered Cocanads on the 12th
of Maroh, 1874." An interesting sccount of the oiroum-
stances under which we entered upon the work follows
and a contrast is presented between the financial status
and the number of converts then and now. At present
we have in India property valued at 860,000, a member-
ship of about 4,000, (6,348 have been baptized during the

twenty-five years). We have ‘‘more than a hundred
Sunday schools, more than sixty Obristian day schnols,
six station boarding echools, the Timpany Memorial
school, snd the Seminary with theologicsl, literary, and
manual-training departmeuts, ten oxdained and sixty-tw.
unordained native preachers, seventy-five native Chris-
tian teachers, thirty Bible-women and five colporteurs
Ohristians in 270 villages, 181 places of regular meeting.
forty-one Chapels owned, some of the churchen already
self-supporting, and others reaching out of their deep
poverty toward self-support, and a Ohristian medical
work of untold bleasing tas most needy people.”

The receipts for the year totalled 831,807.61. W
entered upon the year with a deficit of 85,689.18, and
olosed it with a deficit of 87,120.82, of which amount
24,773.09 was duoe to the bank, and the remainder t
speoial funds held by the Board, The total amount re.
coived inoluded the smounts raised by the women's socie-
ties, 813,136.92, a good deal more than a third of the
entire amount, and about a third more than the direct
contributions of all the churches,

Becrotary McDiarmid called attention to the fact that
a large number of the churches restriot their giving
for foreign missions ‘to the amounts raised by the
women. While he appreciates very highly the work
done by the sisters, he is exceedingly desirous that each
church as a church should appear among the contributors
to the mission funds, We think it highly desirable that
the ohurches as churotres should contribute, and we
would request the Ciroles in all non.contributing churches
to make a special effort this year to have a general col-
lection taken for foreign missions. We believe that a
determined effort on the part of the Circles would result
in filling in all the blanke and giviog to each church in
the Convention a place in the list of contributors. Wo
think each church should msake it a point of honor to
have some direct part in this great work., It makes an
unfavorable impression regarding women's work for
churches to exouse themselves from giving on the ground
that the Oircles have sent in contributions,
