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the existing* translations.  Upon which, Perker, the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, learning. that a fresh supply of copies
was required throughout the kingdom, seized the opportunity
of causing a eareful révision-of former translations to be
made by several very learned men, amongst whom he “dis-
tributed the, Bible in distinct portions, for their exact and
particular revision, The majority of these divines being
Bishops, the. carrbeted version which they published, in a
large folio, in 1568, obtained the name of the * The Bishe
ops' Bible. Both thisand the version of Geneva continued
to be used during the whole reign of’ Elizabeth ; the former
being principally;niade use of in churchies, while many pri-
vate families preferred the latter.

King James succceding to the throne in 1602, the Puri-
tans immediately presented to him a petition. of church
grievances, which led to the well known Conference at
Hampton Court ; where thesé complaints were solemnly ex-
amined, and were adjudged frivolous and groundless, But
as they found fault, among other things, with the Bishops'
Bible, and carnestly pressed the formation of a new transla-
tion, the king assented to their request; and by a Royal
Commission, delegated the important work to fifty-four of
the most learned men within his dominions: these were en-
joined to parcel out among themsclves the several portions of
the work, guiding themselves by the inspired originals, and
following the Bishops® Bible as nearly as those would per-
mit ; making no change in any thing for the mere love of
novelty, and submitting every part of their lahours to the de-
liberate judgment and revision of the entire body, to be as-
sembled at a general mecting. .

‘These judicious regulations baing received and’attended
to in the best spirit, the great work was brought to a happy
conclusion, by the united labours of:so many sound scholars,
within seven ycars from the issuibg of the commission ; the
first edition of the new ‘Translation. being published, in a
large handsome folio, in black letter, in 1611, )

At its first appearance, cavils were raised against this ver-
sion, both by the Roman Catholics and Puritans; but these
soon dicd away, and the translators deservedly obtained, not
only from our own countrymen, but also from learned fo-
reigners, the  praise of great fidelity, united with precision
and clearness of oxpression.  The former of these qualities
was the most important, but cven the latter was not without
its manifold use. Fur, since this' Bible was designed, not
(as formerly) only for the closcts of scholars, but also for the
daily use and comfort of cven the humblest individual, it
was essential that its language should b& frced as far as pos®
sible fiom every ncedless obscurity, and every ambiguous or
ill-understood cxpression.  To this, the translators appear di-
Yigently to have attended ; and this object they were cnabled
through God's Providence, so far to attain, that even now att
the distance of more thai two hundred years, our authorized
Bible continues readily intelligible to persons of evéry class;
and perhaps contains fewer words ot phrases; the nieaning of
which.have sunk into ébscurity, than any otler work in the
English Tanguage, of the same Lulk ahd age; T

‘Mappily for this country, God’s blessed Work is now uns/
futtered by any human restrictions: it is open for évery
perusal : all are taught, advised; and exhorted, to make it
their study, and look up to it as the Great Charter of their
salvation. We own it for our sole-and perfect rule of faith :
we know that countless multitudes are daily deriving from it
comfurt, and joy, and hope: and, while we distribute it
around, intensand hundreds of thousands yearly, we pray
that all into whose bands it falls may have grace to use it in
such sort, that through the blessing of Almighty God it may
make them wise unto salvation.

‘The establishment of our religion ought always to ke ae-
companied by an uniimited toleration of all others, upon the
principle of both justice and policy.— Beattie.

10. Kecp up the exact quality ‘or flavour of all articles
which Yol find arc.approved~9'y your customers..

11. Buy for feady-money -as -often as you have any to
spare; and,when you take ¢redit, pay to a day, and unasked.

12. No-advantage will ever arise to you from any osten-
tatious display of expenditure.

13. Bewarc-of the odds and ends of stock, of remnants,
of spoiled goods, and of waste; for it is in such things that
your profits lic.

14. In serving your customers be firm and obliging, and
never lose your temper—for nothing is got by it.

13. Always be seen at church or chapel on Sunday ; ne-
ver at a gaming-table; and seldom at the theatres, or at
places of amusement.
