The last engagements of heavy grain from Chi.
cago to Montreal were made at 7c per bushel,
Rates are quoted at 33 to 33 3d Liverpool, 2s
6d to 28 9d Glasgow, 3s 6d to 3s 94 London,
aond 3s 94 to 4s Bristol. Flour has been taken
in sacks at 16s Liverpool, and 17s 6d London.
Butter and cheese 258 Londov, Liverpool and
Glasgow. Cattle 00s to 853 insurance.

The Minneapolis Northiwcestern Miller says:
It is stated that an cffort is to be made to ad-
vauce grain rates from Minneapolis to Chicago
at the next meoting of the western ficight as-
sociation. At present the local ta:iff to Chi-
czgo is 124c per 100 ibs, while the rate charged
on grain Lilled through to the seaboard is 10c.
The roads propose to advance the rate on sea-
board grain to a par with the local tariff to
Chicago. This is to prevent manipulation of
rates on grain destined locally to Chicago. At
present, on =account of the scarcity of cars
western roads will not permit their cars to go
east of Cliicago’ and grain is compelled to pass
through the clevators there.  This leaves the
doois open for consideiab'e manipulation by
roads which desire to cut a rate bill through
frim Minreapolis to the seaboard.  When the
grain reaches Chicago the billing is quietly can-
celled and the shipper is benefitted 24c, as
against legitimste shipments. Ocean rates

Somethiag of a disturbing factor has been
introduced into the match trade in the Winoi-
peg market, by the advent of a new match,
the product of » new French factory, estab.
lished recently nesr Montreal. Heretofore the
well known Eddy matches have been -withont
comp:tition in this warket. Up to the present,
only a small quantity of these new matches
have been brought into this market, and it is
only conjecture yet what effect they may hiave
upon the trade. Nea:ly all the houses yet
bandle only the Eddy matches. The prices,
however, of the latter have heen reduced, the
jobbing price to the trade now being quoted at
$4.50 for telephone, and $4.75 for telegraph,
per } gross case, this being & reduction of 25
cents per case.

O'Erien,
head of the wholesale clothing house of Jas.
O’Brien & Co., of Montreal and Winnipeg, Mr.

Frazer, manager
of the tirm's Winnipeg business, took a trip
out west to lock at the crops,  Mr. N. Bawli,
grain merchant, went along as guide and expert
in zempling the crops. The first stop was made
as Portage, and & drive was taken through this
thickly scttled district. All were pleased with
the woadeiful ciop prospect, aad with the Sne
quality of grain. The next move was to Bran.
don, where a rig was procured aund the large
Saadison and other farms visited. At Sandi-
son’s 1,000 acres of wheat was in stook, and
this Mr. Fraser describes os a wonderful scene
—a veritable ocean of grain stouks, as faras the
eye could reach. Twelve binders were at work,
and about 800 acres remained to be cut.
Nearly all the wheat examioed was fine qual-
ity. The party retuined to the city with their
ideas considerably enlarged as to Manitoba’s
crop outlcok.
