A very serious bush fire has been raging in
the neighborhood of Canyon Creek, British
Columbia, and within the timbeor limits of
the Golden Lumber company.

The Luinber World says: ' According to
reports frora Saginaw and other points in
Michigan, the present season will witness
the sawing of large amounts of Canadian logs
in Michigan mills. The total that will cross
Lake Huron from Canada to Michigan this
season is st down at 850,000,000 fest of logs.

The strike of employees of the Ontario and
‘Western Lumber compacy bas fizzled out,
and the men returned to work on Monday
last. It appoars that an advance made in
the wages of some of the men, had a good
deal to do with the strike. On the first of
August the wages of the men getting the
lowest scale were advanced to $1,50 per day.
'Those who were already getting over $1.50
ware not advanced, and they had sufficiont
influencoe to bring on a strike, demanding
$1,75 instead of 31.60. Some of the menit is
said also wanted to get away to work in the

To the continent 1s 9d
to 2s is quoted nominally, There hus been
considerablo business in” sack flour at 63 Liv-
erpool, and 7s 6d Glasgow and London, but
shipowners are now asking 1s 8d moro to
Glasgow and London, “ngagomonts of
cheese wero made yesterday and to-day at
153 to 17s 6id Liverpool, 20s Glasgow, 223 Gd
Bristol, and 25s London. Cattlo have been
taken as low as 25s for London, and at 453 for
Liverpool and Bristol, Inland water freights
—Some good size jags of wheat at Duluth
and corn at Buflalo have been engagoed for
the St. Lawrence route during the past fow
days. A round quantity of wneat was on-
gaged at 4¢ from Duluth to Kingston, an ad-
vance of i{c, and a cargo of corn at 2jc from
Chicago to Kingston. From Chicago to Buff-
alo tho ratois 1ijc wheat and 1ic corn. From
Buffalo to Now York wheatis quoted at 2¢,
and corn at 13:. From Kingston to Montreal
23c wheat and 23c corn.

The Duluth Commercial Report of August
12 notes a firmer tondency in lake freights.
Considerable whoat has been contracted for
Soptember at 8¢ to Buffalo, and a higher rate
is now asked, owing to the advance in ore
freight, The current rate to Kingston is 83c.

Official Grop Report.

A crop report, based on information gather-
ed up to August 1v, has been issued by tho
Manitoba department of agriculture. The
report shows an average rainfall of 3.51 inches
for June and 8.8% inches for July, with a
heavy growth of all vegetation owing to much

cool wot weather,

The estimated average yicld per acre of tha
various crops for the province is as follows:
‘Wheat 25.5 bushels, oats 45.8 bushels, barley
85.8 bushels. peas 25 bushels, flax 15 bushels,
ryo 22 bushels. The total wheat crop, based
on this estimate of average yield, would
amount to 29,186,815 bushels, oats 21,887,410
bushels, barley 5,507,810 bushels, flax 1,240,
020 bushels. Harvesting is expocted to be
general about August 20 all over the pro-
vince, A foew wheat fields were cut provious
to August 10.

Abcut 5,700 extra men were wanted to as-
sist in the harvest at $25 to $3%0 per month,
including board free.

The hay crop is reported to bo rather light.
Potatoes and roots very promising.'s s,
