Phelps, our Minister to England, holds
up ‘the Prince of Wales as sn example tg
youth. Speaking before Albert Victor, the
young sop of the Prince, a$ a reception of the
Iatter by the Lord Mayor of London, the re:
publican courtier told the boy that he could
“ cart for him out of the stars 1that shine upon
him no happier horoscope than that he should
follow in his father's fuotstepa.”

Thus Mr. Phelps hit two Dbirds with one
stone.” He noticed the boy and paid the fa-
ther a compliment at the same time. That
was & neat enough thing to de, but the re-
presentative of u repubiic like onrs is not en:
gaged in very appropriate husiness when he
devotes himeelf to the flattery of princes and
goes out of hia way to address = beardless
youth ae if hn was a persenage of great im-
pmtance. Wedo not remember when any
other American Minister to England indulged
in that sort of thiog iu a0 conspicuous s place
with so much formality and with so many of
the airs of a courtier.

well behaved, aud it is yet to be seen whether
ite yields in manhood to thesVices of the
males of his race. He is too young for any-
body to prophesy as to hia career, except
that it is not likely that he will ever sit upon
the Eaglish throne.

English snob-
bery, however, will protect him, just as
English squeamishners ahout meeting the
case squarely and boldly so long saved the
iniquities and those who practised them
from the public indignation, Society served
the interests of the brutal assassinr of wom-
an’s virtue becanse of ite unwillingness to
talk about the disagreeable auhject. ‘

But whether the Priunce of Wales iwor is
not among those whe have engaged in these
hrutal practices, the course of hig life hos not
been such that it deserves the praise of an
American Minister, or of any right thinking
and right-feeling man.
