EXTENSIVE ROBBERY.
£1,100 of Property Stolen.

An elderly man named Jasper Whightman,
employed as clerk in the wholesale dry goods
establishment of Wm. McMaster, Esq., of this
city, was committed to gaol on Saturday even-
ing last, on the charge of having stolen a large
quantity of voluable articlesfrom the warehouse
of his employer. The accused is a man of
very respectable family, an Englishman, and
was in trade in London previous to his coming
to Canada. Mr. McMaster engaged him as
clerk about ten months ago, and found him of
very active, and business-like habits. There
was no reason for suspecting his honesty, until
a few weeks ago, when Mr. Thomas Fair, a
clerk in the establishment, observing some sus-
picious circumstances, Wightman’s coat was
searched and a lot of ribbons was found in a
pocket of unusually large size. Some days
after, a quantity of sewing silk was found
secreted in the same manner, and the proof of
theft being positive, Mr. McMaster was informed
and he communicated with the Chief of Police.
A search warrant having been issued, Wight-
man’s house on Queen Street was searched, and
seven trunks and five packages were found, full
pf the most costly silks, laces and furs, amount-
ing in value to between £1,000 and £1,200.

Wightman has since confessed his guilt, and
he will be brought before the Police Magistrate
today.

The United States papers report the melan-
choly loss of the steamer San Francisco, and
about one hundred and fifty lives.

Her commander, Captain Watkins,
was long engaged in the Pacific trade, and
enjoyed the reputation”of being an able and ex-
perienced officer.— Colonist.

The Romanist festival at Wheeling, on the 7th
inst., at which Bedino, the Pope’s Nuncio, was
present, passed off with but slight disturbance,
although the cathedral was surrounded by a mob
during the festival. The mob, however, made
no demonstration of violence until those inside
the Cathedral had retired to their homes, when
they threw stones, breaking the windows of the
chapel. On the following day the Nuncio was
burnt in effigy and left the city.

SINKING OF THE GENERAL BEm.—The steamer
General Bem, a few miles above Walnut Biro, in
the Mississppi river, struck a snag, on which
the vesse! poised for a moment and then com-
menced swinging, during which she was torn to
atoms.

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ARRIVAL OF THE NIAGARA.

DISCOVERY OF AN ANCIENT ViLra.—A letter
from Naples announces the discovery of the re-
mains of an antique villa, between Acerno and
Scafati, on the banks of the Sarno, at a depth of
only three or four feet under the level of the,
earth. The architecture, with the exception of
the arcades, bears no resemblance to the build-
ings of Herculaneum and Pompeii. The house,
of which the front wall is partly rotied by the
oozing of the waters of Saras, contains 10 large
rooms. There were found in it a male and fe-
male skeleton, that of a bird, and an agricultural
implement of bronze, During the last excava-
tions made at Pompeii several human skelefons,
and one of a dog were discovered, pressed one
upon the other. Two gold rings, ornamented
with cameos, were found on the fingers of the
left hand of one of the skeletons. They have
been deposited in the Bourbon Museum at Naples.
