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An EC directive that passed first reading in the fall of 1990, would require that
each EC country accept the certification of telephone equipment accorded in any other
EC country. This would benefit Canadian companies who find the certification of
equipment easier to obtain in the UK or Germany as such certification would enable
them to export their product throughout the EC. It should be noted, that the directive

has not passed final reading, and it would not, in any case, come into effect until mid
or late 1993.
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
