While ODA policies have a “poverty reduction” focus, CIDA’s lack of an agriculture
and food security priority results in an urban bias to Canada’s development
assistance programming. This is the case even though between 66% and 75% of
the poorest people of developing countries live in rural areas and derive a major
portion of their livelihood from agriculture.

In relation to rural Africa, the lack of an agriculture and food security priority
undermines women’s development and defeats CIDA's strategy of mainstreaming
gender in any rural development programming. Rural African women contribute
more toward family food security than do their male counterparts. They depend
most on their farm production to meet family food needs.
