Dr. Rade Pribicevic was born in 1896, at Dvor,
Croatia, Yugoslavia, He graduated in the Faculty of
Law, Zagreb, in the year 1920, and received his doctor's
degree in the same year. He graduated in Political
Science at Paris in 1923. - . ,

Before the Second World War, Dr. Pribicevic
practised law in Zagreb and was also engaged in jour-
nalism. He took an active part in the political 1life
of Yugoslavia, as a Member of the Indepondent Democratic
Party.

From 1943 to 1945, Dr. Pribicovic was a member
of the Natlonal Committee of Yugoslavia and of the
Temporary Government of Yugoslavia. From 1945 to 1946,
he was Vice-President of the Government of the People's
Republic of Croatia. He was Ambassador to Poland from
1947 until June 1950,

Dr. Pribicevic is married and has a son Novak,
12 yoars of age. He holds the Orders of National
Liberation of Yugoslavia and Polonia Restituta.
