bers tbat he supports wbat the Minister of
Finance lias done. that he condones bis
metbods and will support bis measure, and
to give bis reamons for doing so. I challenge
every bion. member sitting to your rigbt.

Mr. GLEAVER: If my hion. friend will sit
down I will gladly accept tbe challenge.

Mr. FLEMING: Very w-eh. The bon. mem-
ber for Halton bias just indicatcd that be is
coming to the rescue of tbe Minister of
Finance. Very weli, Mr. Chairman; ive will
listen witb great interest to wbat the bon.
member for Haiton may say. We will ask
him to say bow bie squares the action of the
minister witb the fact that parliament was not
in session.

Mr. ABBOTT: 11e can make his 0w-n
speech.

Mr. FLEMING: I thank the Minister of
Finance for bis assistance, but I assure bim
I do not need it. I arn not calling upon biim
for belp. We will w'ish to bear froin the
hon. member for Halton and ail other bion.
members opposite wlbat they have to say as
to the rigbt of any government to take money
out of tbe pockets of their constituents witb-
out the matter ever coming before parliament.

Yes, Mr. Chairman, I hope that before this
dehate conludes ive shall lear an opinion
expressed on this matter by the hion. member
for Quebec South, an bion, gentleman W-ho,
witb some right and justification. still caîls
himself a ]ibera]. I hope wve shah bhear also
wbat the bon. member for Temiscouata bias
te say on this measure.

Mr. POULIOT: I will say it rigbt away.

Mr. FLEMING: The bion. member bias
spoken eloquently in this bouse in asserting
the rights of parliament against the inroads
made upon those righîts by the governiment.
Let us bear any lion. inembers opposite w-ho
still caîl themisclves liberals. Let tbem say,
'We condone tbis action. Our censtituents
will approve it. Our constituents do not mind
baving the Minister of Finance dip bis hand
into their pockets and take out money with
no autbority from parliament." Let sucb hion.
members say tbey approve these methods and
condone wbat bas been done, and are prepared
te put their political conscience in the keeping
of the Minister of Finance on this issue.

Mr. POULIOT: I arn ready to start now.

Mr. FLEMING: If you condone w-bat bas
been done bere, Mr. Chairman-

Some lion. MEMBERS: Give bimi a chance.
[MIr. Fleming.]

Mr. POULIOT: Don't provoke mie; I arn
ready to start now.

Mr. FLEMING: I bope aIl bon. mnembers
yonder W-ho cali tbemselves liberals w-ill bave
plenty of opportunity to speak on this mîea-
sure before this debate is concludcd. As far
as I aie concernied, in concluding w-bat I bave
to say, I wvish to state that if this condonation
15 given by bion. members opposite, then ive
rnight as w cil say good-bvee to tlic rule of
law, to the siupremacy of parliamnent oi ci- the
executive, to the rule by eonstitutional
rnethods and procedures that lias bei n fol-
lowed in this parliaîncnt in titues past and lias
been the rule arnong aIl, in w-batever part of
the world they lix e, w-ho deî-ive their con-
stitutional rigbts frorn M\agna Carta, the
Petition of Riglit and the Bill of llight>

Mr. CLEAVER: Mr. Chairnian. I w-aet te
assure my hon. friend w-ho bias just takcn bis
seat, as w-cil as every other member of tbis
committee, that I cherish miy personal rights
under our constitution, just as much as any-
one in, this ceuntrv. But I want te sai- aIse
that I bave neyer knowingl y lîidcîn behîind
the constitution te attack a nicastîrc that I
cannot attaî-k on its mnts. I tîink tlih, c-rm-
initîee w-cil retiietbers a speech maide by the
leader of the opposition w-bon ive w-cie called
together on December 5; and, I should like te
know riglit ow w-ho is the leader of tlic Pro-
gressix e Conservative party in this lItuse. I
arn serieus in that; I arn geieg te read chapter
andl verise, and' I should like te know who is
leading tlîat party here.

Mr. FLEMING: Jolin Bracken is leading
it, and you know it.

Mr. CLEAVER: We bave listeord te a
tegular barrage of criticisms tonight, and I
biave patieetly, waitedi for a chance te say a
word or two now, at ten minutes te eleven.
Tbere was ne opportunity before te say« a
word te remind, hion. members of what hap-
pened se rccently. I arn just wondering why
these w-onderful defencLers of the constitution
slîoîld sîiddenly burst into bloom at tbis late
stage, four months after the event, and w-by
tliey sbould suddenly develop this constitu-
tional, mania about this measure.
