REPRESENTATIONS TO WESTERN
REGIONAL DESK

Question No. 1,862—Mr. Mazankowski:
1. How many representations have been made
to the Western Regional Desk since its inception?

2. How many of these representations have been
dealt with satisfactorily?

Mr. J. E. Walker (Parliamentary Secretary
to the Prime Minister): 1. As stated in the
answer to Question No. 1008, the duties of the
Regional Desk Officers include acting as a
liaison between the Prime Minister and those
voluntary organizations which concern them-
selves with issues and problems common to
many Canadians, and to be of assistance to
Members of Parliament in their dealing with
the Prime Minister and his office. In these
respects, the Regional Desk Officers act upon
suggestions and requests received by them
both in Ottawa and in the regions for which
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they are responsible in whatever form they
are received. Necessarily, much of the work
of the officers is done in the form of person-
to-person discussions and in telephone con-
versations. By virtue of the fashion in which
these representations are made, no record of
the number of representations made to it is
kept by the Western Regional Desk.

2. Again, as stated in the answer to Ques-
tion No. 1,008, the Regional Desk Officers re-
fer problems of citizens which come to their
attention to the Prime Minister, the Member
of Parliament for the area, a governmental
department or other appropriate government
agency as seems most appropriate, having re-
gard to the nature of the problem. The
Western Desk Officer makes every effort to
deal satisfactorily with all representations
made to him.
