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that 1 will flot do it again. Nevertbeless, as a member I think 1
bave the right to make a point.

Some bon. Members: Hear, hear!

Madain Speaker: I tbougbt of that. Nowbere in the Stand-
ing Orders is it written tbat a member may flot express bimself
in verse. However, 1 was basing my comment on the fact that
there is a certain form wbicb bas traditionally been used for
motions under Standing Order 43. When the hon. member bas
to bend what be wants to express through bis motion in order
to satisfy tbe need to verse, sometimes the House breaks into
laughter and obviously we get the message that the bon.
member is really trying to speak in verse rather than propose a
motion under Standing Order 43.

Lt is, however, a good point and 1- will look at it. I do not
think that anywbere in tbe Standing Orders does it state that
members may not express themselves in verse. A motion under
Standing Order 43 must be put in earnest. The hon. member
must move somethîng that is meaningful in order to fulfil the
requirements of a motion under Standing Order 43.

Introduction ofRBills
MR. WENMAN-EFFECTS 0F HIGH MORTGAGE INTEREST RATES

Mr. Robert Wennian (Fraser Valley West): Madam Speak-
er, I bave tbe duty to present a petition on bebaif of my
constituents. Tbe purpose of this petition, signed by another
466 citizens in the greater Vancouver area, is to indicate to tbe
government tbat tbe mortgage interest crisis that is forcing
them out of tbeir homes and into dire straits is continuing
unabated.

The nature of the petition is to demand that in tbe forth-
coming budget the government lower interest rates, allow
mortgage interest to become income tax deductible and to
allow and encourage tbe vast reserves of capital available
tbrougb RRSPs, pensions and other large blocks of govern-
ment money to be made available to tbe mortgage market.

The petitioners h ope, Madam Speaker, that in your exami-
nation of tbeir petition you will find the petition in order, sense
the urgency and desperation of their plea and tbat you might
use the discretionary powers vested in your office to allow
discussion and referral to committee at the earliest possible
moment.

SENATE 0F CANADA REFORM ACT
MEASURE TO PRO VIDE STRUCTURAL REFORM

Mr. Bill Yurko (Edmonton East) moved for leave to
introduce Bill C-640, to provide for structural reform of the
Senate of Canada.

Some hon. Meinhers: Explain.

Mr. Yurko: Madam Speaker, I thougbt my seatmate was
going to second the motion rather tban the hion. member for
Esquimalt-Saanich (Mr. Munro). Nevertheless, you have
indicated tbat somebody did second the bill.

This bill is intended to highlight the fact that the first order
of business of the Parliament of Canada after the patriation of
the Constitution is Senate reform. Lt is intended to provide
representation in Parliament of the national interests, regional
interests and provincial interests by structuring tbe Senate of
150 senatorial chairs to relate to the national interest, by
providing 30 senatorial chairs for each region ýof Canada and
permitting five of the senatorial chairs to be filled by provin-
cial appointments for each province. Furthermore, the bill is
structured to provide the Senate body and eacb individual
member with stability, continuity, accountability, legitimacy
and independence, maintaining the power of the Senate as it
exists today.

I hope that at some future time I will have the opportunity
to discuss in much more detail the structure of this bill as it
relates to the national interests, the regional interests, the
provincial interests and to a mucb more meaningful role of the
Senate of Canada in this nation in the years to come.

Motion agreed to, bill read the first time and ordered to be
printed.
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
