THINGS YOU CAN DO.

Then, too, very little expense is involved in the creation of free skating
rinks, toboggan slides, bathing and swimming ponds on a river or lake-
side, the conversion of unused public property into a neighborhood park
or playground, the planting of trees and flowers, the organization of free
bowling and tennis clubs, play festivals, open-air band concerts, social cen-
tres in schools, armories and other public buildings, encouragii 1e study
of natural history, the importation of song birds, and, in short, giving full
expression to the innate love of the beautiful, the aesthetic, the artistic. Life
has a constant tendency to become prosaic and commonplace; the play-
grounds association can introduce a hundred counteracting influences, and
be of untold benefit to the community. Even the purchase and judicious
distribution of flowering shrubs and vines would change the whole appear-
ance of a dull neighborhood and give pleasure and inspiration to thousands.
