OTTAWA, Aug. 16.—Inspector' A. M.
Jarvis, who was sent north in June
into the Mackenzie River country, re-
ports that the destruction of buffalo
is done by poachers, who have hexd-
quarters at Smith Landinhg, about 409
miles north of Athabaska Landing, and
recommends that the whole Macken-
zie River district be patrolled in »r-
der to prevent this slaughter. .

Col. Fred White is of opinion that
the best method would be to set aside
a reserve and employ trained rangers
to gradually drive the buffalo from
the north down into this reserve, where
they could be easily protected.

The total number of buffalo in the
district is estimated at 300. They are
of the long-haired kind, "known as
wood buffalo, and their skins are vefy
valuable, while a buffalo head is now
worth upwards of $250.
