Civie Finance Commitiee.

The recommendation of the Police Com-
missioners shat the city purchase for $6500
the lot adjoining the King William-street
Station, for the purpose ot centralizing the
force, did not meet with much favor from
the Finance Committee to-night. Chief of
Police Smth said that he wunted to move
the deteotives and the wagon to the spot.
The station had cost $14,000, and he did not
believe that the city would sacrifice it for
another location later on. The committee,
however, could not see that the purchase of
the lot was a pressing necessity, and will
so advise the commissioners.

The committee objected vigorously to the
Government's delay in making the appoint-
ment to the County Registrarship, on the
ground that the city. was losing money
thereby. The statement and fees due the
city .for 1896 have uot yet been received,
and the Deputy Registrar is drawing his fees
in the meéantime. A committee was appoint-
ed to look into the matter.

City Auditors Whyte and Anderson ex-
plained that the cause of the delay in mak-
ing their audit returns was due to the
overlapping of the two bylaws of appoint-
ment, the one calling for an annual and
the other for a monthly return.

He also exhibited a certified copy of a
divorce granted to him before Judge
Theodore Sullivan of Troy, Miami
County, Ohio, in Common Pleas Court.
He said to a reporter that he had mar-
ried Miss Watson since the granting
of the divorce on Jan. 11, 1897, and has
not, as his first wife states, been living
with her a good part of the time since
he left the first wife at Hamilton, in
Ontario.

The story is quite a difficult one to
unravel,. as Mr. Berryman tells a
straightforwanrd story, and says he will
take the matter into the courts.

His curiosity led him to examine the bas-
ket, and on taking off the cover he found
the body of a male infant, apparently about
six weeks old. A feeding bottle was found
in the basket. The nipple was the dead
child’s mouth, and the bottle wis half full
of milk. The body was very much emaciat-
ed, and from the discoloration and odor it is
thought that the child had been dead for
some days,

There were no external marks of violence
on the body, and there was nothing by
which the child could be identitied. Its
clothing consisted of one flannel dress. ' The
basket in-which the body was found was an
ordinary peach basket.

The police were informed of the discov-
ery, and the remains taken to the Morgue.

After the jury had viewed the body at
the Morgue the Inquest was continued at
No. 6 Police Station, and an adjournment
made until next Thursday night.

BRITAIN'S PUBLIC QUESTIONS

Succinetly Treated by Rey. b, Clifford in
Jarvis-Street Baptist Church
—Cordial Welcome.

. L)

The volce of the great English non-con-
formist, Rev., Dr. Clifford, often heard
above the din of conflicting political
soclological and theological opinions in tne
Old Land, resounded forcibly in Jarvis-
street Baptist Church last night.

Rev., Dr. Thomas was chairman. In ac-
quainting his audience with the speaker ot
the evening, he referred to him as rtoe
great champion of popular rights in Eng-
jand. He had been pastor of Westburn
Church, London. for 40 years, and was un-
questionably a great, good and noble mau.

Before rising the lecturer was cordiany
welcomed by Hon. John Dryden on benalt
of Canadian political Institutions; Kev.
Chancellor Waltlace, on behalf of the edu-
cutional, and Rev. C. A. Katon on behalf
of the Christian Brotherhood.

Expldining the reason for his preseuce
in the city, Dr. Clifford stated that he haa
set out in March last to study questions
ecclesiastical, sociological and educational.
He congratulated Canadians on their mur-
vellous advancement along the last-men-
tioned line, and was certain they couid
spend their money to no more profitabie
advantage. The methods of impartation
might well be copled in the Old Land. ue
bad been particularly impressed In tne
course of his inspection or Toronto’s Pub-
lic Schools yesterday to see two teachers
walking arm-in-arm with a negress, her-
self a teacher. The countemplation of It
had filled his heart with joy.

He rejoiced, too, in the Canadian -con-
ception of a state. It was nearest to Glad-
stone's ideal, In which it was hardest for
a man to do wrong and easiest to do rignt.

As a citizen of Greater Britain, he wer
comed .the federalization of the KEmpire.
“] am a Canadian,” he conginded fer-
vently, ‘“‘although I dwell in Loudon, ux
Australian, though a Londoner, and a Lon-
doner, although I am abroad.” Britain's
work would never be done until in every
nation on earth liberty of comsclence pre-

vailed.

Speaklnlg of the trend of religious thougnt
in the Old Land, the Dector sald that it
was towards a sharper division between
the sacerdotalism of the high church and
the progressiveness of the nmon-conformists.
What were known as the Free Churenes
had contributed more towards accominv-
dation for public worship since 1851 than
had the Anglicans, although the latter haa
prospered from the Oxford movement. The
non-conformists outnumbered them also In
communicants, as well as in Sunday scho:r-
ars, in spite of the fact that Anglicans
had accused them of favering godless
schools, because they opposed the introcuc-
tion of the priest into the Public Schools.

The trend of thinking along the line of
Bibllcal criticism was to thé effect that the
higher criticism dreaded 20 years ago had
proved a friend to the Church of Christ.

As a radical whose party had been turn-
ed out by a combination of clergy ana
publicans, he was not so hopeful of tne
political situation in his native land. But

The Trades and Labor Council Have
No Use for It.

Delegate 0'Donoghue Sat in the Cemtre
of tho Hall and Kicked, but in Vain—
Mre. G.ge's, Offer of Swimming Baths

Last Night.

The course advocated by The Toronto
World regarding the awarding of the con-
tract for the elevators in the new munici-
pal buildings was approved of by the
Trades and Labor Council last night. Dele-
gate Tlgxms reported that the Municipal
Committee viewed with suspicion any sud-
den acceptance of a tender $10,000 below

that of other tenderers, and,” furthermore,
stated that the interests of Toronto work-
men would be well served if, in the case of
close figuring, the contract was awarded to
a Toronto firm. The report mentioned
stated that in the Jnterest of citizens of
Toronto local tenderers should be awarded
the contract on accouunt of the money
put in ecirculation among workingmen.
A somewhat warm discussion ensued beé-
fore the re%rt was adopted. Delegate
Timms gquot figures' showing that out
of four tenders for the eleyators, three
were in the neighborhood of §40,000 and
the fourth dropped to $30,000, an amount
which called for a certain-.amount of cir-
cumspection,

How the Yankees Act.

G. W. Dower pointed out the Board of
Control were to blame if In calling for ten-
ders from firms in the United States as
well as Canada they did not keep in view
the avowed hostility of the Americans to
all Canadian tenderers upon. any wgrk on
the other side of the line.

Kiondike Kerr's Scheme.

Another gentleman, who got a black eye
during the evening, was " Mr. J.-Kilondike
Kerr. The Legislative Committee reporced
that it “‘noted with grave concern that tne
Klondike Miningand Military Company has
made an offer to the Dominion Govérnment
to raise a volunteer company on cerzain
conditions. The acceptance of this otrer
would be most injudicious, dangerous, and
subversive of the liberties of the peopie.
The Legislative Committee is, therefore,
recommended to communicate to the Dom-
infon Government that, in the opinion oI
this Trades and Labor Council, the regular
police and military forces of Canada are
ample and -capable of dealing with the
situation and are the only forces which
should be recognized as officers of the
law, and employed in its execution.” Tnis
was carried unanimously.

Mr. Gage’s Offer Aceeptable,
