A brief despatch trom Che Koo, convey-
ing a rumor current there that Russia,
Germany and Japan had joined in a de-
dlaration of war upon China; aroused some
interested comment among Washington of<
ficials and among diplomatic vepresenta-
tives of forelgn Governments resident
here, In nelther officlai nor diplomatic
circles, however, was the rumor taken
seriously, No informaton of such a char-
acter was received, either by the. Depart-
ment of State or the legations of the Gov-
ernments primarily interested, .That faot
alone is accepted in ofticial circles as a suf-
ficlent refutation of the rumor,

All Waiting for News.

Officlals of the State, War and Navy De-
partments were at their desks early to-day
but pp to the hour of closing for the day,
not a word had been heard from Minister
Conger, Gen. Chaffee or Admiral Remey.
Since the despatch from Consul Fowler
was received late i1ast Thursday night, the
Department of State has received no ad-
vices from any sources in Chnina, except a
brief cablegram from Minister Conger, en-
quiring how he should route his messages,
The text of the despateh, which it was ex-
plained was very brief and purely adminis-
trative In character, was not made pub-
lic.

Chinese Delay Messages.

A susplcion exists here that the delay
in messages both from and to Washington
is rather between Che Foo and Shanghal
than between Tien Tsin and Pekin. From
Chre Foo to Shanghal the telegraph lne ts
in control of the Chinese autnorities, and
it Is suspected they are not so prompt in
the transmission of messages as they might
be.

HAVE CHINESE TROOPS RALLIED?

Deéspatch Via Japanese Foreign Of-

New York, Aug, 26.—A number of in-
cipient raee riots between biacks ana
whites broke out here to-day, the dircet
cause being the shooting on SBaturday night
of John Brennan, g mesasenger boy, aged
20, by John Dayls allas *Lawmplighter,’” a
negro. Brennan was one of a crowd of
whites who taunted Davis, and bullets
from the black's revolver lodged In his
stomach and chest. He Is in a hospital and
likely to die. ;

The shooting was done at 6Znd-street, ana,
becoming noised about, the rough white ele«
ment began to search out ilegruea. . Betore

daybreak this moraing Jawes Aruold (eol-
ored), while passing o4th-street and Am-
sterdam-avenus, was attacked by a crowd
of whites and shockingly beaten, “He was
treated at a hospital., Shortly afterward,
about two blocks away, the gung doled ouc
a simiiar experience to Alexander Ballen-
tine, a colored man, who was passing qulet-
ly along. In nelther case were arrests
made.

Raid on a Tenement,

He was cool and brave. The warders left
him. The officer ordered the firing party
to take up their arms for a volley. Then
came the other necessary orders, and final-
ly the one to fire.

Lieut. Cordua, who had arisen, fell dead.
Ten bullets struek him. He was burled in
a grave close by.
