Wken the Council met Mayor Teetzel £d-
dressed It, giving as his reason for seeking
to resign that he wished to earry out his
views that no ope seeking Local or Parlia-
mentary honors should remain/ in the
Mayor’s chair. \The City Clerk was made
chairman, and Ald, Hobson, after a lengthy
speech, in which he patted the Mayor on
tue back, moved, secondéd by Ald. Dixoa,
that the resignation be mot comsidered, Lut
that it be postponed till the meeting of the
Council on Nov. 12.

Ald. Findlay and Ald. Walker went them
one better by moving and seconding that
ylhe resignation be not gccepted.c Twelve
dldermen voted for the amendment, and
after Ald, Hobson had withdrawn his 1oo0-
tion, made the motion unanimous. Then
Ald. Hobspon and Evans moved that Mayor
Teetzel be given a month’s leave of ab-
sence. This was also agreed to unani-
mously, Mayor Teetze] thanked the alder-
men for the second motion, but protested
against the first. His request to be re-
lieved was a personal and urgent one. He,
however, would bow to the Council’s wish.

As a wind-up the Mayor gave warning
that if he heard of any civic employe en-
deavoring | to influence any other civic em-
hioyes he would see the circumstance was
lnvestigated by the County Judge.
