Turkish harem is given by Mrs. M. A. 
Crossley, wife of a minister of the Univer- 
salist Church of Indianapolis, 
thing to do,she says, “if one wishes to 
see the inside of a harem, is ^o secure ft 
permit, or, as foreigners like to call if, 
an invitation. Knowing that we would be 
welcomed to the home of the official, our 
whole party went there in carriages. 1 
sent in my card by the servant at the door, 
and it was carried to the first wife, who is 
really head of the household. By and by 
word was sent back by the servants to ad­
mit us, and we were brought into a recep­
tion room. Our party consisted only of 
women, as, of course, no man is allowed to 
enter the harem, 
are employed to take charge, but only fe­
male servants were used 
While we were admiring the beautiful fur­
niture, the coverings of which were of silk, 
heavily embroidered, the official’s wives 
came in to meet us. There were nine of 
them, and they ranged from a woman ap­
parently fifty years old to the last wife, 
a beautiful dark girl of sixteen. They were 
dressed in the loose, flowing robes of their 
country; the lower part of the costume con­
sisting of wide trousers, gathered at the 
ankles. Thu trousers were so full, how­
ever, as to have almost the appearance of 
skirts. Our clothes at once attracted the 
attention of the women, ns we were, I be­
lieve, the first party of foreigners they had 
ever really come In contact with, altho they 
must have seen others, as they passed thru 
the streets in their closed carriages. They 
took off our bonnets and examined them 
curiously, and we had to explain how all 
°ur garments were made and worn. Any 
piece of jewelry at once caught their at­
tention, and in return they,showed us their 
ornaments, many of them of great value. 
Thru an interpreter, a lady I had remem­
bered to take with us, we conversed quite 
freely, and pleasantly. It is the custom 
v'"hen foreigners call on the native women 
tn luko them presents, and we had come 
prepared in this respect. We gave them' 
beautiful flowers, bright colored ribbons, 
and other gay presents we knew "women 
Wo,1bl like to have, for, strangely enough, 
feminine likes in regard to pretty things 
*oeia to be the dame the world over. Our

gifts made them happy, and they treated 
us with the greatest courtesy.

“It is the Turkish custom to offer every­
one cigarets, and of course they were pre­
sented to us. We all took one, for to have 
refused would have been a serious breach 
of etiquet. We were also asked to smoke 
the naglich, a kind of pipe where the smoke 
is drawn thru a glass bawl filled with water 
into the mouth by means of a long rubber 
tube. The Turkish women divide their 
time between their needlework and the 
naglich, a “hubble-bubble,” ns the Lugl sh 
call it. We declined the treat, saying we 
much preferred the cigarets, which made 
excellent souvenirs. One of the wives, 
beautiful Caucasian woman, could speaa 
French fluently, and this made our visit 
more interesting, as several of the party 
could thus converse with her. She invitea 
us to go over the house, and pointed out a 
the rooms, including the dining-room of tne 
wives, and also of the master of the house. 
This latter room was fixed up so that the 
husband might entertain a great many of 
his friends at once. All of the wives never 
gather with him in the dining-room, how­
ever, as Turkish custom decrees not more 
than one wife shall share the husband's 
meal at a time with him. Just as we were 
leaving the harem, the Caucasian worn au 
took me to one side and asked me confi­
dentially if I knew some beautiful girls 
who would be likely to suit her husband,
