“I, <@Gubriele  D'Annunzio. first
legionary o« tne iegion, p.oclaim  the
Italian regency of Quarnero. 1 swear
on this sacred banner of youth, on
this ‘relic of heroc blood, aiid on my
scul, that 1 wii] cortinue to fight with
cvery force and every arm, uatil my
last breath;, against everybody and
everything, that this Italian soil may
torever be united to Itaiy.”

D Annunzip addressed his soldiers
and citizens before taking the oath,
asking them if they desired to adopt
the new constitution, *which, he sail,
he was obliged to submit to them be-
fore September 12,7 owing to certain
news he had received trom Paris
The populace regceived the announce-
ment with affirmative applause.
D’Annunzio then said:

“l proclaim this regency as the de-
voted and eternal interpreter cf free
will, expressed by acclamat:ion of a
majority of the sovereign reople in
Fiume, in parliament assembled. from
this. ‘balcony, where was annognced
the liberation o, the city on Septem-
ber 12, 1919, end where many times
was confirmed the etermal will of
FPiume toward the mother -country.”

POLAND INSISTS
ON WITHDRAWAL

Will Net Deal With Lithuania
Unless Forces Retire to
Foch Line.

Warsaw, Sept:.10.—A note has been
received by the Polish foreign office
from Lithuania. refusing to withdraw
the Lithuanian forces to the Foch
line, but asking that a conference be
held ' in Mariampol,” situated on the
demarcation line. .

At the close of Thursday night's
conference of the council of ministers,
the secretary of Foreign Minister Sa-
preha announced that the Poles had
replied, demanding  Withdrawal of the
Lithuanians without further discus-
sion.. Providing the withdrawal should
be effected, the secretary said, a con-
ference would ‘te held with the Lithu-
anians concerning boundaries, but not
otherwise. The Lithuanians, he added,
