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minister, to go into a voluntary plan, on the one hand; and then
in the course of a sign-up it would be a matter of judgment for
the minister as to whether, even though the association repre-
sents a significant number, there is a sufficient number to
make the plan work, and that this lies in the hands of the
minister.

Mr. Lang: That is correct.

Mr. Lambert (Bellechasse): 1 arn stili referring to clause

35.12 and to the explanation just given by the minister con-
cerning a sufficient number of producers. Will the regulations
determine in greater detail the meaning of producers? What
will influence the minister's decision: the volume of grain or
the number of producers?

[En glish]
Mr. Lang: We are really looking here at the number of

producers. 1 do flot see a practical problem because the
administrators of a plan would flot want to go forward with it
unless they had a fairly large volume of grain and producers.
Therefore, we would not have much difficulty with rnaking a
judgment.

Title agreed to.
