Because we have hadkindly assuming the cost, 
immunity from disease in the past, let us be thank­
ful, but I would advise your Board to make some 
little preparation for the future, such 
the attic of one of the cottages, so that we could 
isolate cases of infectious disease should such 
happily arise.
