King Arthur, seizing Exgahbar. leads’bis
hokts to battle, and with the cry, "'1
need nb scabbard now,” disappears amid
his clustering ranks.

Elaine is in love with Lancelot, but he
has grown cpld toward her, since the ad-
vent of the Queen. FElaine begs that the
Queen will command Lancelot not to join
the expedition of the Knights that seek
the Grail. A meeting occurs between
Lancelot and Guinevere, and their love is
avewed on both sides. Lancelot determines
to go. but the King is desirous that he
shonld rempin /et court, and the King in-
sists that Guinevere shall ask him to stay.

JRVING'S KING ARTHUR,

One of tlie Most Notable Successesin' the
Great Actor-Manager's Career.

London, Jan. 12,—The green curtain of
the Lyceum Theatre dropped at 12.10 to-
night on one of the greatest successes of
of Henry Irving's career. :
17th season of management the great
actor-manager produced a play which
must fromits very theme appeal strong-
ly. to every Englishman and every Eng-
lish-speaking person. The play was
“King Arthur,” and Irving had the
title role. Miss Terry, of course,wag the
Guinevere, Forbes Robertson was the
Lancelot and Miss Genevieve Ward was
the Morgan le Fay. Comyns Carr had
dramatized the Mallory lezend, Sir Ed-
ward Burne Jones had designed the
scenery and costumes and Sir Arthur Sul-
livan had composed the choral and inei-
dental music.

Mordred, who hates Lancelot, is se-
cretly in treaty with Arthur's enemies,
und Mordred’s mother knows the secret of
the love of ILancelot and Guinevers. The
lovers meet in the woods, and Mordred
is a hidden witness of their caresses and
vows. Elaine, neglected py her former
lover, dies of a broken heart, and her body
is brought to the palace. In her hand is
a paper sddressed to Guinevere, yielding
him te the woman whom he loves. Mord-
red contrives that the King shall see that
paper, and thereupon he reveals to Arthur
the treachery of Lancelot and the guilt

ix’\' which Guinevere confesses all, and the
King makes an effort to strike down his
tremcherous friend—but cannot give the
bipw. At the close of that passage
which. is the most effective in the traged .v,.
Arthur and his Knights are themselves for
battle, and Mordred is left in command of
the palace and in charge of the Queen,
In the war, which ‘is supposed to ensue,
King Arthur is repulsed and 1is errone-
ously belleved to be slain. Mordred be-
comes King, and thereupon he imprisons
Guinevere and assails her with dishonor-
abje lover, and being repulsed he condemns
her to death. She can be rescued by an
appeal to arms. An unknown ngh't ap-
pears asiher champion. - It is King Ar-
thur. He fights with Mordred, and he is
mortally wounded, but, in a subseguent
encounter,—not seen.by the audience,—
Mordred is slain by Lancelot. The K ing
in hig dying moments sees Guinevere, and
being” deldrious he fancies that the happy
day of his first meeting with her have come
\l;iu(-:k; and in that ecstasy he seems'to ex-

The tragedy closes with a picture ef
thv')lagio Mere, with & black barge up-
on it, wherein the body of the King, sur-
rounded with .spirit forms, is borne away
to Avalon. Tle prologue and epilogue
are laid In fairy-land. The second act,
showing the loves of Guinevere and Lance-
lot, is exceedingly .romantic in atinos-
phere, and it is» elcquently written. King
Arthur doep not appear in that act The
third act is the most dramatic. The sit-
uation for Mr. Irving — who, of course.
plays King Arthur,—is analogeus to that
provided for him in the third act. of
Charles the First, although the <ircum-
stances are different. Eilen Tarry plays
GGuinevere, and tipon her the burden of
the drams rests. Miss (Genevieve Ward
plays the mother of Mordred—a sort of
sybil or prophetess of Ftae., It has been
ordained that King Arthur must fall by
the hand of Mordred, and that doom is
known to this treacherous and asinister
woman. One character in the play is a
Fool, named Dagonet.—a study in the
manner of Shakespeare. There are some
excellent lyrical passages in act second.
Music is freely used throughout the play,
Some of the blank verse is remarkably
meledious, and there are frequent touhes

of pathos in the text. Two Llines will

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Seventeen Year Locusts.

ueoted: By

The reappearance of the seventeen-
vear locusts, or cicadas, during the past
summer, was accompanied in some lo-
calities by a very singular phenomeon.
1t is well known " that these wonderful
insects, after lying for seventeen years
in the earth, issue at. the end of that

riod, in the form of p::lpe, from long

urrows in \the ground. Ordinarily
these burrows end at the surface of the
ground and the pupez, after crawling
out of them, undérgo their transforma-
tion inte winged insects. But occasion-
ally the cicada, before issuing from its
burrow, construct$ an extension of it
above the surfacelof the ground, like a
little hut, and when its period of trans-
formation is at bahd ' the insect breaks
,open the top, or rgof, of its mud hut and
emerges into the sunshine..

Heretofore blit few specimens of these
huts have been described by natural-
ists, but last spring great numbers of
them appeared in some &laces, and the
question has arisen: 'hy were they
constructed ? . Mr. ‘Benjamin‘ Lander
discovered an immense city of such huts
on South Mountain near Nyack-on-the-
Hudson, and he thinks he knows why
the insects build them.

These. huts were" fiom one to four
inches in height, and some of the more
symmetrical of them, being composed
of clay stained with red oxide of iron,
were - beautiful objects. . They were
scattered by thousands over an area of
about sixty acres, and in some spots
were crowded close togethery, ten or
éven twenty appearing on a single
square foot of ground. The population
of this strange city was, of course,
enormous..

As to the explanation of the building
of the cicada. city, according to Mr.
Lander it was due to the uncommon
heat which prevailed in the month of
April, The heat penetrated the earth
and stirred the pupe, which lay there
awaiting their final change, to prema-
ture activity.. They then ascended to
the surface of the ground, and while yet
awaiting transformation added the huts
as extensions to_ their burrows for pro-
tection from the heat.

Other persons have thought that the
huts might be ‘intended to protect the
burrows: from the inflow of water, but
the city just described was situated on
high, dry ground. In favor of the ex-
planation of Mr. Lander are the facts
that the soil where the huts existed was
thin, and much of the ground had been
covered with woods and the under-
growth recently burned off. = This strip-
ping of the soil of its covering enabled
the heat of the sun to penetrate it the
more readily, and thus to reach the
pupee hidden in their burrows.
