AREIVAL OF THE ASIA AT NEW YORK.

The steamer Asia arrived at New York between
7 and 8 o’clock on Wednesday evening, bringing
Liverpool dates to the 14th.

The Morning Herald (Government organ) has
the following, which may be regarded as semi-
official :—

In reference to the question which naturally at
this moment absorbs the public attention, both in
England and the United States, the facts are as
follows: - “ Her Majesty’s Government have made
1no mew claims on the United States, and have
withdrawn no concession made to that Govern-
ment. No renewal of the long vexed question re-
specting the Bay of Fundy has been mooted.
Lord Aberdecn’s concession of 1245 respecting
that arm of the sea (guarded as it was by his Lord-
ship, by an assertion of our rights over the whole
bay) remains where it was. The dnspuu‘:d inter-
pretation of the technical terms of the Treaty of

1818 remain where it was. All that has been
done by the Government is to strengthen our
squadron on the coast of Newfoundland, Nova
Ncotin, and New-Brunswick, to defend a right
which the United States do not and never did dis-
pute, namely, that of retaining exclusively in our
possession the water within three miles of our
own shores from the encroachments of both French
and American fishermen ; and the Awmerican ves-
sel, the Coral, nlluded to, was seized within a quar-
ter of a mile of our own coast. Our squadron is
now no larger than the French one on the same
coasts. Our right is that which demands the re-

spect of all nations of the globe ; one acknowledged
if for many years our

by international law ; an
successive Governments have neglected 1o protect
their fellow subjects, as France and the United
States always protect theirs both in America and
in the Channel, we can only be grateful to our
present Ministers for repairing their fatal supine-
ness.”

The London Sun says:—“It is reported in
Amcrican circles, that Mr. Thomas Baring, of
Baring Brothers & Co,, is about to proceed to the
United States, charged with a special mission from
our Government to endeavour to arrange the fishe-
ry dispute.” It is certain that this gentleman has
recently had several interviews with Mr. Law-
rence. The Standard mentions the same rumor.

A special meeting of the Leeds Chamber of
Commerce is called for to-day to take into consi-
deration the present state of the British relations
with the United States. It is understood that the
meeting has been summoned at the request of 8
members who are dissatisfied with the proceeding
of the British Government in the fishery affair.

The rumor of Mr. Thomas Baring’s coming to
Washington, in a diplomatic capacity, is contra-
dicted, though it is stated, on the authority of pri-
vate letters, that he proposes to muke a visit

there.

The weather had been wet and unfavorable for

harvest operations during the week, and in con-
sequence there had been a considerable advance
in the grain market. The advance on wheat had
been from 2s to 3s per quarter, and on American
flour from 1s to s per barrel.

Mersey on Sunday the 8th inst.—thus completing
the voyn%e in eigh!'y-lhrce days—the quickest on
record—This fine ship was built by James Smith,
Isq., of St. John, New-Brunswick.— Liv. Couricr.

steamer Atlantic was the result of the most care-
less and culpable migmanagement.  The whole
drift of the testimony establishes that there was
no fog which prevented steamer lights from being

supplied with a new and improved boiler, manuo- ‘;uhlc cargo, and a long list of passengers, all of | scen at the distance of two or three miles, that the

lights of the-Atlantic were in fact go seen by the
ficst mate of the Ogdensburgh, and that the two
boats were obeying the rudder when coming into
collision. Bad pilotage then must have caused
tI]c disaster, and conscquently one ot least of the
pilots must have been o most flagrantly guilty
man. It is also establishied that the Atlantic was
nsufficiently supplied with small boats, and that
her life preservers were such as not to answer their
purpose. Dad equipment thus aggravated the dis-
aster, and in this respect the owners of the steamer
are deeply guilty.

Again it is further estblished that the Ogdens-
mrgﬁ\wuu exceedingly and unnecessarily tardy in
repairing o the assistance of the sinking vessel.
This angmented the destruction of life, and under
the circumnstances was, on the part of the officers
of the Ogd zh, a ¢riminal deling y. That
there is decp guilt inthis ¢ase, and that many per-
sons are counecrned in it, can no longer be ques-
tioned. "T'he great point to be determined now is,
whether the guilty parties will be subjected to
any kind of penalty? Are those whose miscon-
duct and neglect have directly caused a sacrifice
of the lives of 2 or 3 hundred human beings to cs-
cape with impunity ? No one in view of former
experience in similar cases will dare to say that
they will not so escape, but every one will be bold
to say that they ought not.

Every sentiment of justice in the human bosoin
has already condemmned thiem;—but will the law
give to that con’enmation any palpable and per-
manent efficiency ? We are aware that the appeals
of the press and the expression of public opinion
inZany shape do not seem to avail much in bring-
ine this class of eriminals to merited punishment ;
but vet we are Joth to belicve that our siatutes,
made and proviled for these cases, are an utter
Tihicre are, we think, some reality and
some power in them, which by proper effort in the
right direction, would be brought ont. We trust
that this may yet in some way, through some
agency, be cliceted before the sky falls.”

The Steamboat Disaster on Lake Etie.
Some particulars of this sad accident will be
found in the first page of our paper.

From the various statements it would seem cer-
tain that at least 250 to 275 lives were lost by this
terrible calamity, principally Norwegian emigrants
bound to the West.

Iy The details and incideuts of this disaster aro
ac!unchuly inthe extreme. A few of the incidents
are subjoined.

Mr. and Mrs. Lyinan Birch, Mr. and Miss Van
TTovenburgh and N Phaebe Birch were all on
board.  After the coliizion they took five life pre-
serving swools and Mr., Bircli exhorted them all to
be calm and told then how to use the stools and
not to go into the water until he told them, Miss
Birch was nearly dead with terror, but when the
signul was given plunged into the water and re-
aained her presence of mind when she found she
could float well with the stool; the others of the
party followed. Mrs. Birch lost her stool and
clung to Miss Van Iovenburgh.  Mr. Birch imme-
diately tried to assist them, when all throe went
down and were lost.  Mr. Van H. and Miss Birch
were saved.

It apoears that in consequence of the virnlent
opposition in the Chambers to the Convention-at
San Nicolugy and the bitter and violent debates
that there took place, that the Governor of Buenos
Ayres resigned, followed by a .dissolution of the
Chambers by Urquiza. In a circular sent to the
British Charge, Mr. Gore, by order of Urquiza, the
reagon of dissolution is thus made known : |

“T'he Chamber of Representatives without lib-
lerty in its deliberations ; the Ministers (]i'lhc_ Ex-
| centive power compelled to resign their offices,
and the governor of the Province lnms_r-lt having
to resign an authority whose voice was disregarde:
and drowned in the ¢lamor of the most insuffcrable
despotisin, constituted an cffective state of anarchy
which the Provisional Director could not tolerate,
without a serious resPonsibility before ghe nation
and the whole world.”

He eoncludes by saying that he shall not extend
the authority with which ‘he is invested beyond the
time and the measures necessary for the re-estab-
lishiment of internal order of the Province. .
