OTTAWA, Sept. 20—The superintendent of 
insurance for Canada, In his report for 1904* 
just issued, says: , ,

• "In last year's report the desirability of 
an amendment of the Insurance Act in cer­
tain respects was suggested. The necessity 
for an amendment becomes daily more ap­
parent. The business of insurance la rapid­
ly expanding and developing. Subjects of 
Insurance not ©ontemplâted by the present 
act have arisen and are likely to arisê, and 
it is necessary to provide therefor. Portions 
of the existing statute have become obsolete 
and should be repealed. It is hoped and ex­
pected that, at the next session of ‘Parlia­
ment, a revision of the act will take place 
and that several important alterations will 
be made therein.

Mr. Fitzgerald's report shows the progress 
of the several branches of the insurance 
business in 1904 and the condition of the in­
surance companies.

For every 3100 premiums received there 
was paid to policy-holders 348.91, leaving 
350.09 to be carried to reserve? expenses and 
profits. Collecting the results of the last 
twenty-six years it is found that the total 
payments to policy-holders amount to 62.69 
per cent of the premium income during the 
same period.

Out of every 3100 of income the Canadian 
life companies expended last year in pay­
ments to policy-holders 330.72; in general 
expenses, 325.47; and in dividends to stock­
holders, 31,10, leaving 342.71 to be carried to 
reserve.

The total assets dt the Canadian life com­
panies at the close of 1904 was 391,212,350, an 
increase of 39,678,325 over the previous, year. 
The total amount of risks in the Canadian 
life companies increased in the year from 
3399,858,274 to 3440,996,200. a gain of $41,139,- 
926. Their reserves In the same period rose 
from 372,755,528 to 380,684,769, an Increase of 
37,929,241.

• ’ r-During the year the fire Insurance com­
panies took in premiums to the amount of 
313,169,882, and paid out losses aggregating 
314,099,534. The premium Income 'showed an 
Increase of 31,785.120, but the fire losses, were 
greater by 38,228,818 than they had beén the 
previous year. There were thirty-eight fire 
insurance companies carrying on business 
in 1904, of wham ten were Canadian, nine­
teen British and two American. The ratio

The foregoing statistics regarding life-in­
surance do not cover the Insurance that is 
carried under what is known as the assess­
ment» plan. Assessment insurance is treated 
by itself in Mr. Fitzgerald’s report. There 
are three fraternal societies carrying on life 
insurance by federal license under this plan 
and one society insuring only commencial 
travellers, manufacturers, wholesale mer­
chants and salesmen. .

The total amount of policies taken in Can­
ada by these four Canadian associations waa 
312,870,600. which la less by 3814,500 than 
they took in 1903. The net amount of in­
surance they had in force at the end of 
the year was 3133,434,000, which is 35,800,000 
more than the year before; 31,150,789 insur­
ance terminated during the year by' death, 
and 35,435,711 by surrenderTand lapse. The 
total terminations amounted, therefore, to 
63.24 per cent of the amount of new policies 
In the year 1904, 31,963,870 was paid into 
these associations in the form of member­
ship fees, annual dues, assessments, e*c. The 
amount paid for death claims was 31,227,923.

SKELETONS UNEARTHEDNine million nine hundred and nine­
ty five thousand hundred and sev­
enty four dollars life Insurance was 
terminated during 1904 by. death, ma­
turity or expiry, which is 1728.807 more 
than in 1906, The amount terminated by 
eurrender was $44,709,036, an increase of $4,- 
453,819. This means that for every $1.000 of 
current risk 16.73 terminated In natural 
course and $74.81 by surrender and lapse.

Ghastly discoveries have been made at 
the cutting of the foundations in connec­
tion with the Glasgow Royal Infirmary 
reconstruction scheme. Hundreds of dead 
bridles have been found in the ground ad­
joining the present institution,

It appears that during the cholera epi­
demic in Glasgow, about sixty years ago, 
pita were dug at this place and cartloads 
of bodies were thrown in daily. The pits 
were eventually covered up and practically 
forgotten, although a famous surgeon of 
the Royal infirmary once sought to point 
out that the presence pf the bodies, many 
of which still lie beneath the buildings of 
the o]d infirmary itself, was a menace to 
thé health of the patients.

The bodies have been found in great 
heaps. It is said that in one heap alone 
there were the remains of sixty persons. 
The horror of the sights has worked 
upon the nerves of the laborers employed. 
Several have refused to work, and special 
men have had to be .brought into service. 
The work of excavation ■ is being done 
mostly at night, and in the early morning 
carts are engaged taking the' bones and 
coffins to a plot of ground at Riddrie, out­
side the city, where they are reburied.

Bodies have been found turned in the 
coffins, pointing to interment before death. 
Many of the bodies have not been put in 
coffins at all, and a number were com­
pletely clad in working clothes—jackets, 
shirts, ujoleskin trousers and boots.

No. 1 and No. 2 Northern, very little 
of the last grade.
