Herons Kill Trout.

The great blue heron, which is pro­
tected under the Federal Migratory 
Bird law, has increased tremendously 
in numbers in the vicinity of Still water 
Reservoir; and are undoing all the good 
work done by the state and various fish 
and game clubs this summer in stock­
ing the brooks and streams flowing into 
Stillwater Reservoir with brook trout, 
according to the statement of E. S. 
Cullings, secretary of the Black River 
regulating board, says The Water- 
town, N. Y., Times.

“The great blue heron Is destroying 
countless numbers of the small trout 
which have been placed in the streams 
this summer,” said Mr. Cullings. “I 
don’t know where all of the birds have 
come from, but there are hundreds of 
them flocking to the vicinity. We did 
not stock the trout streams to feed the 
herons. These birds are also destroy­
ing great numbers of big frogs which 
abound along the shores of the reser­
voir and along the banks of streams 
flowing into it. When the water rose, 
the marshy shores attracted great 
quantities of insects, the natural food 
of the frog, and the frogs are very 
large and plentiful this year, or were 
until they attracted the herons.

“In the spring 18,000 trout fry were 
placed in the streams. In July the 
Lowviile Fish and Game Club placed 
8,000 fingerlings in the streams and one 
month ago the State Conservation 
Commission gave us 20,000 more Anger- 
lings from the. state hatchery at Old 
Forge. The herons are gobbling these 
up as fast as they can find them.

“Since their killing is prohibited by 
federal laws, I wrote to George A. 
Lawyer, who at the time was federal 
game protector connected with the 
States Biological Survey of the De­
partment of Agriculture. I secured a 
written order from R. W. Dunlap, 
Acting Secretary of Agriculture, per­
mitting the killing of great blue herons 
at Stillwater Reservoir at any and all 
times.
