FIGHT, EAT AND

Wesel, March 26—(By the Associated !
Pressj—The fighting at Wesel, which
endcd a*+ ten o'clock Wednesday night,
began again yesterday morning at ten
o'clock, and lasted for an hour and a
half. Both forces then took a long and
comfortable luncheon and hostilities were
renewed at two o’clock. They were vir-
tually finished at 4.80.

Traffic across the Rhine is still at a
standstill, because the workmen on Wed-
nesday night directed their fire toward
the eastern end of the bridge at Wesel
and continued yesterday their. intermit-
tent shelling and also covered the ex-
posed highway and the small city bridges
leading into the town.

The city is quiet. Not more than five
persons are allowed to gather in' the
streets’ in groups.

New York, March 26—The bodies of
Dr. Vincent J. Campisi, wealthy physi-
cian, and a patient to whose bedside he
was_ hastily summoned, were found last
night in a tenement house in Brooklyn
—the physician stabbed to death and
the patient strangled.

Mrs. Dorothy Parker. who conducts
the rooming house, said the strangled
man rented a room a week ago without
giving his name, and she had not seen
him in that time. Nor had she ever seen,
she said, another man described to her
as the one who brought the physician.

The room in which the murders were
committed is dingy and small, about
nine feet by five feet, with a single bed,
a table and a window, which had been
broken in the death struggle which the
physician made for his life. ; A dirk and
razor, both rusty, were found in the
room.

Dr. Campisi was thirty-five years of
age and married. His brother, Samuel
Cempisi, said he knew of no enemies his

 brother had made who might have had

cause to seek revenge.

The police, who at first were unable
to identify the “patient,” learned later
that the physician had been called to
the house by an unidentified man. The
police advanced the theory that the
physician was lured into the tenement
for the purpose of robbery, 'and attack-
ed w:]ee?i ‘h: entered l."t'h;h room ; .that hé
‘stran; the “patient” while fight a
his assailants, andeaim w?: m by
the . man “who lured him into the trap.
