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THE NAVAL ISSUE
By a majority of thirty-three, which

1s not the full strength of the combin~

‘ed Tory and Nationalist forces in the

house of commons, the naval bill was
adopted yesterday, and now goes to the
senate, where Mr. Borden will not be
able to resort to closure to achieve his
ends. Sir Wilfrid Laurier in a great
speech raised the discussion to a high
plane, and set forth very clearly the im-
portance of the issue between the two
parties, and the effect which the carry-
ing out of the government’s programme
'yvonld have upon the relations of Can-
ada with the rest of the Empire. He
raade it clear that this was not a mere
‘matter of party politics, but that it in-
volved great principles affecting Canada
and the Empire. He' recalled the fact
. that in 1909, when there was no ques-
tion of party politics, the Liberals and
Conservatives united in the adoption of
a principle governing naval defence
which was satisfactory to the Canadian
people, and which had also been adopt-
ed by Australia and was approved by
the British Admiralty. For purely poli-
tical reasons Mr. Borden had abandoned
that broad policy, and adopted one
which had created a serious division in
Canada, and which was reactionary in

its " tendency, substituting a policy of’]

contribution for that which had been
adopted in 1909. Sir Wilfrid declared
himself for a Canadian navy, built and
manned by Canadians, and in his de-
claration jhe gave expression to the views
and aspirations of the Canadian people.
It is jdle for the Conservatives to pre-
tend that their gift of Dreadnoughts
may be reconciled with plans for a
Canadian navy. One searches Mr, Bor-
den’s speech in vain for an indication
that he has any intention of establish-
ing a Canadian navy. He talks about
dry docks, fishery cruisers and matters
of that sort, but asserts that nobody is
prepared to establish a shipbuilding
plapt in this country. The answer to
that 1s that his colleague Mr. Hazen
‘handed ‘back their deposit to a British
firm ready to establish a plant at the
port of St. John, and other great firms

. of British shipbuilders were willing to

do the like, and are stilll willing. Much
could be dome with thirty-five million
“dollars, and since there is no emergency
there is.mo excuse for not using ‘that
§ to build .up Canadian shipyards
and establish a Canadian navy. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier was right when he
warned the government that the matter
is not settled, and that a question which
means so much to Cenada and Cana-
dians, to Britain and the Empire must
come up again, If the senate does its
duty and threws out the naval bill, Mr.

Borden, wmless he is prepared to violate
another of his pledges, will be compelled

to submit the question to the people,
and he will then learn how utterly he
has failed to give expresion to their real
sentiments with regard to the manner
‘of Canade’s participation in Imperial
'naval defence. Sir Wilfrid Laurier on
. great occasions has never failed to state

THE SCHOOL BUILDINGS

Agar commended the work of the Play-
grounds Association, and speaking as a
member of the city council and of the
school board, expressed their sympathy
/with its work. Mr.' Agar also expressed
"himself in favor of a wider use of the
;achool buildings for the benefit of those
‘who have left school, and it was very
evident from the.applause which greet-
'ed Miss Murray’s class in the various
numbers which they contributed to the
programme that the audience appreciat-
'ed such work as she has been directing
! ‘,In the high school for the past month
"and a half. One remark which the com-
missioner made was especially worthy
of attention. He pointed out the value
to the community of having the young
people come together on the supervised
playgrounds and in classes in the school
buildings to become better acquainted
with each other, to overcome prejudices
and to unite in exercises which are not
only entertaining, but beneficial to their
health. One of thc chief obstacles to
successful work for social welfare is the
_ division of the\community along lines
" of race and creed and class, and what-
ever tends to bring the younger mem-
bers of the different groups together, so
that each may appreciate the good quali-

HOUSING IN WINNIPEG

The Winnipeg Housing and. Town
Planning Association ‘is evidently a
vigorous and progressive organization.
At a recent meeting there were present
no less than three ex-mayors 'of the city,
two of whom - addressed the meeting,
and a large number of other leading
citizens, who, i the words of Canadian
Finance, “are interested ‘ip business-like
and broad-spirited planning ‘for civic
growth and welfare.” One subject dis-
cussed was the making of a wide mall
and splendid avenue which will greatly
improve an important section of = the
city. There was a strong plea for open
spaces and playgrounds for  children,
and the housing problem came in for a
good deal of discussion.

The president of the Association an-
notinced that, in order to handle the
housing problem for the working men
of Winnipeg, it was the intention of the
association, if possible, “to organize a
million dollar plan which would embrace
the construction of a sufficient number
of homes to take care of the ever-in-
creasing working population.”

Of course Winnipeg is growing with
great rapidity, and the demand for more
housing accommodation is always acute.
Similar conditions, however, though on
a smaller scale, will very soon exist in
St. John, and there will be need, not
merely for the work of 2 town-planning
commission, but of a housing associa-
tion, or some organization or groups of
organizations, which will undertake to
meet the demand for houses for work-
ing men, to let at a low rental or to be
sold on easy terms.

A CLEANER CITY.
, The attempt made yesterday to clean
up the city '"wa_s only partially successful.
| That was not the fault of the civic au-
thorities, or of those public spirited citi-
zens who gave the use of teams and
scows to help along the good work. If
all the refuse from the back yards had
been placed at the edge of the sidewalk,
all of it would have been hauled away.
So good an opportunity having been
given to everybody to have their prem-
dses cleaned up, the board of health
should now have no hesitation in pro-
ceeding vigorously against all who failed
to do so. Nor should there be any ‘de-
lay. The breeding places for flies should {
be. removed. The inspectors. should
make an immediate and thorough in-
spection of all premises, and in every
case where there is work still to be done
watning should be given and a secohd
visit paid, to see that instructions are
promptly carried out, or to report any
ceses where the Wyarning fs not heeded.
No doubt the city will soon be provided
with an incinerator and have a proper
system of removing garbage, but unfor-
tunately there are in every community
people who are utterly careless about
the matter of cleanliness, and whose
premises therefore become a menace to
