By Next June — Canada's 
Çlaims For Damages Be­
cause of War.

Ottawa, Nov. I*—It is expected that 
the great bulk of Canada’s overseas 
army can be brought back and dis­
charged by June of next year. The gen­
eral principle will be to bring back first 
the men of the first contingent, with 
the 1915 reinforcements to come next, 
and the men who have been the shortest 
time away from home to come last. 
Departures from this principle will be 
made in cases where occupational ser­
vices are concerned and industrial or 
business needs in Canada demand it 
It is also probable that married men 
will be brought back ahead of the single 
men so far as is practicable.

It is recognized, however, that plans 
may have to be changed to some extent 
by the probable .^eslre of ■ Battalions to 
keep together and eofhe back as a unit. 
There will be twenty dispersal areas es­
tablished in Canada, soldiers on arrival 
in Canada being sorted out and sent to 
the dispersal area nearest their home for 
final medical examination and discharge.
