Beat ten ounce of sugar with six ounces
of butter, add one and a half gills of milk,
mix six ounces of maizena with eight ounces
of flour and three teaspoonfals of o
powder; pass it twice th:ough a sieve to
mix it weli, and add to it the sugar, &c;
flavor with two tablespoonfuls of rose watef
and four teaspoonfuls of almond extract.
Lest of all add the beaten whites of seven
cggs. Pour it into a square tin two inches
deep, and bake it in a moderate oven. Malk
an icing by beating one heaping ulcuph‘
of pulverized sugar with the unbeaten
white of one egg and two teaspoonfuls of
‘evon juice. - When thoroughly mixed (it
will take about five minum{ spread it
smoothly over the cake as s00n a8 it is bak=
ed. Itis a very pretty cake, and may, if
preferred, be baked in a loat.
