Fearfal Fate of Two Advenjaons Eng-
lish Tourists,
LoxpoN, September 23.—A year 8go
last summer W F Donkin and H Fox,
with their Swiss guides," lost their lives
in the Caucasus.

There was much uncertainty s to
how the accident - occurred, and
it was even rumored that the

party had been killed by natives. To
clear up the mystery Mr. Dent, president
of the British Alpine club, three other
gentlemen and their Alpine guides
visited the Caucasus this summer, and
though it was impossible for them to re-
cover the bodies théy formd beyond
doubt how the {ragedy occured. The
mountain which the tourists ascended
was known, and Mr. Dent and his
riends ®found on a ledge of rocks 14,000
feet above the sea the lastbivouac of the
party, On the brow of a precipice
were found the travellers’ sleeping
bags, provisions and some instruments.
Mr. Fox’s diary was discovered; and in
the last entry it is said the party intend-
ed that day to continue the ascent of
Mount Dychtan It was then clear that

the accident occurred while the ps;ij
was traversing the formidable ridge lead-
ing to the peak of Lychtan. It could
only be passed by means of snow cover-
ed _ledges sloping down to the face of the
precipices. On one of the ledges the
snow doubtless slipped, carrying the
climbers with it over the precipice thou-
sands of feet blow and gnrymg them
beyond all possibility of recovery.

THE HALIFAX DRY DOUK,

A Great Enterprise Completed.—k, M.
§. Canada Docked with Interesting
Ceremonies.—Something About the
Work.

The greatest enterprise ever under-
taken in Halifex has been completed.
Only those who spend an hour or two in
a personal inspection can appreciate the
vastness and importance of the Halifax
dry dock, and what it means to the
futare of this city and country. The
dock was formally inspected by Vice
Admiral Watson and staff, and they ex-
pressed themselves as being delighted
with the work: Later Mayor McPherson,
members of the city council and city
officials, inspected the dock.

Many citizens and some of them
aldermen favored a wooden dock, but
the admiralty would have nothing to
do with any but a stone one.”

A company was formed in England,
known as the Halifax Graving {Dock
company, of which Admiral Commerell

the city. The agreement was for a stone
dock, to be both deep and wide, to suit
the requirements of the admiralty.

When the contract was entered into
the proposed dock would take in the
largest shipin the world, but since then
larger steamships have been constructed,
and to accommodate them the dock has

be docked, The City of Rome is the
longest ship at present afloat and she is
but 560 feet. The 568 feet is the length
of the bottom of the dock and there is a
flare of 20 feet between the bottom and

CrATTANO0GA, Tenn., Sept. 20.—An-ac-

cident occurred this morning on the

electric railroad running from the foot to
the top of Mission Ridge. A car had
nearly reached the top when the electric
current failed, and the car started down
the mountain at great speed. The motor
man tried the brakes, but, failing to stop
the car, the conductor shouted to the

passengers to jump. The car contained 50

people, all of whom were visitors to the

reunion of the Army of the Cumberland.

Then there was a scene of wild excite-

ment, and all began leaping from the

rapidly moving car down the mountain
side. Five or six persons remained on
the car with the conductor and motor
man and all§were uninjured. The car
was ~ stopped before reaching the
foot of the ridge. Mrs. Mary Adams
of Casey, Ill, in jumping struck
one of the poles carrying the electric
wires, and was thrown in front of the car
and struck on the head and thrown to the
side of the track. She died this after-

noon. Williamm Munford of Casey, Ill,

struck in a mass of barbed wire and was

badly cut, one eye being literally torn

out.

GRAPHIC TALE OF SUFFERING.

Sad_Experiences of the Crew of a Whal-
ing Bark.

New. Beprorp, September. 21.—The
Standard this afternoon publishes the
official report of Lieutenant-Comman der
Stockton of the U 8 8 Thetis tothe Navy
department concerning the loss of the
bark Little Ohio of this port in the Arc-
tic ocean. The report is dated off St.
Michael’s July 8, 1889, and after refer-
ring to the loss of the bark
Ohio, 2d, also of this port, on
Noonivak island, in Behring’s sea, this
season, and touching on the fact that
the whaling schooner James A Hamilton
ofSan Francisco, had not been heard
from up to that date, the report gives
the movements of the Thetis while in the
Arctic, and incloses a letter from John
Kelley, an employe at the whaling station
at Point Hope, on the American coast of
the Arctic ocean, and gives facts never
before made public,

The letter states, that October opened
with a fresh northwest,wind. The ground
had_frozen. The temperature of the air
ranged from 10° to 22° below zero, and
the land was white with snow. Just be-
fore the blizzard began, the Ohio was foff
Crpe Lisburnc, the land being plainly
in sight. Two barks [were near, and
hove to. Massive rollers siruck the jves-
sel with great violence, lifting her up and
throwing her closer in, the spray leaping
clear over the lower yards. Capt, Allen
had ordered the masts cut away, but a
man could not stand any where without
holding with one or both hands. A few
men went up the mainmast, and several
up the mizzen. Many persons sought -
shelter about the ‘cabin steps, and be-

The ir cast a gloom over the visitors
in the city who did not attend the bar-
becue at Chickamunga, and nearly all
the injured left the city on the noon
trains.

Wilkie Collins Dead.

Loxpoy, September 23,—Wilkie Collins
died this morning.

[The deceased novelist was the son of
the late William Collins, R. A, and was
born in London in January 1824, His
mother was a sister of Mrs. Carpenter,
one of the best female portrait painters
of the time,

Wilkie Collins was educated at a pri-
vate school,gpent two years in Italy with
his iamily and was articled for four years
toa tea firm. He was studying law
when his father died and his_earliest
literary performance was an admirable
biography of his father, which was pub-
lished in1848. After that event he de-
voted himself entirely tofliterature and
wrote 26 novels prior to 1886. He was a
contributor to “Household Words” and
“All the year rcund” and was a member
of the Guild of literature and
art. ¢ He wasalso a dramatist and pro-
duced several dramas among them be-

ing “The Lighthouse” and “The
frozen deep” which latter was
witnessed by Her Majesty the

Queen at a private raprasentation in
the gallery of Illustration. He also
dramatized his own “Moonstone” in
four acts. This play was brought out at
the Olympic in September 1877. Other
plays *“The New
man in White,” Man and Wife
were founded on his novels.
