J. J. Honeyman for the new school 
building have been accepted by the 
school trustees and the work of construc­
tion will be commenced as soon as ten­
ders can be called for. The new build­
ing will be of wood with a stone and 
trick foundation and will be fitted up 
with all the most modern appliances, 
such as ventilation, heating, cloak rooms 
and accessories to play grounds.

Each floor will contain fonr 
large class rooms capable of seating 69 
pupils, allowing 18 square feet for each 
pupil.
