What a Californian Thinks of B.C.’s
Chief of Police.

Mr. Hussey is superintendenit of police
of the province of British Columbia, and
was married at Los Angeles last Friday
to Miss' Eleanor Venables Good, a
charming young lady, and a former resi-
dent of Victoria. Superintendent Hus-
sey has the reputation of being one of
the most capable officers in the service
of the British Columbia government,
aud to his efliciency is in a great meas-
ure due the -order which prevails
throughout that province.

A few
vears ago the notorious outlaw, Iisen-
nedy, after having eommitted several
murders on this side of the. line, escap-
ed to the British possessions, where hé
perpetuated his record by' shooting a
man. Superintendent Hussey started in
pursuit and came up with Kennedy on
the side of a mountain. I'he outlaw was
in ambush and got the drop on the sup-
erintendent. The latter realizing that
Le was taken at a disadvantage, looked
Kennedy in the face without moving a
muscle. This, bravery struck terror to
KRennedy’s heart and he surrendered
The desperado was arrested, tried,
found guilty and senteneed to imprison-
ment for life.
