1,450 men, wicth seven- guns, were engsged.
The force was returning: to. camp at Viad-
fontein wheu the énewny, nnder cover of a
velds tire rushed the rear guard, oonsisting of
two guns of the 28th battery and 330 of the
Derbyshires and Yeomanry. They tempor-
arily captured the two guns. When the
remainder of the force came into action the
Boers were driven off, the gans ‘weére recap-
tured and the Boer position was occupied.
Our casualities were six officers and 51 men
killed, 6 officers and 151 men wonnded, and
one officer and seven men misring. One
officer and four ‘men have since died of
wounds. Forty-ond Boers killed wére fonnd
on the ground. The farther Boer casnalities
are not known, Reinforcements are being
sent.” -
