CHRIST THE DELIVERER.

Ay, and all the world knows

A (freat Text—By Yev. Gilbert Paterson of
Duudee, Scotland. -

Teen Philip went down to the city of Samarla, and
preached Christ unto them — <e'g vill, b.

O: this man "we know little, We know,
however, that he beclonged to the Infant
‘Christian church, He was one of the seven
thonest, wise men who were set apart by the
apostlies to care for the poor people of that
church, He was s deacon, He was a
preacher also, Whether Philip was a man
of wide and commardiog iuflaence—a man
of splendid thinkiog and persuasive powers—
a first-rate adminfatrator of church fuads—a
maa of dignified appearance and a powerful
orator—we caannot tell, Bat he was an
honeet man, full of the Holy Ghost and
wisdom., We may bo sure, oo, that he
loved Christ, and was a devoted member of
the charch, For when persecution arose,
ecattering the membera of = the young Chris.
tian church hither aud thither, he did not
abandon it nor'the work to which he had
beer called, It appears that there was in
him ‘tome of the stoff of which heroes are
made, Persecution'did not quench the fire
of his devotion ta the ‘church, nor root out
his affection for-Christ. He may not have
been an eldquent “and fasclnating preacher;
but - manifestly he wa#’' deeply in love with
his Master, Christ,” For when Jernsalem
became too: hot for him and for others like.
hearted, on account of ‘the persecution thas
raged . there, he went down to the city of
Samarla and preached Christ ;unto them.
He did pot'preachin vain, The people,
with cne aceord, gave heed to what he said,
saw the miracles which, in Christ’s name, he
performed, and: rejoiced.’ Well might the
people be glad; for lame and’ palsied onss
swere healed, unclean spirits were drivea out
of others, arid, all heard of Christ, Pallip
preached him,

This great theme was comparatively new.
Not mauy years bcfore Christ had entered
the intellec:ual, soclal and religlous life of
Palestine, He was a'new force among the
forces, that were qulckening, guiding,
strengthening, and beautifying that life,
Chriss had clalmed %o be the Son of God,
sent forth to redeem and save men. He haa
clalmed to be the revealer of the Father in
heaven. He had clalmed to bs the Light
and  Life of mankind. He had claimed to
have power to forgive sin., He bad clalmed
to be tne trne leader of men, In putting
forth thess claims, Christ preached himeels,
He was the theme of his own teachiog and
preaching. He spoke, indged, of the heav-
enly Father; but directly aad indirectly, he
<alled upon the people who listened to him
to follow him—telleve in him. His word is,
“¥ollow me,” ¢ Believe in me,” Thas
Chries should constitute himself the theme
of his preaching msy seem remarkable
encugh; but 8o he did, The attention of
people was aroused, He became the gentre
of immense attracticn; miny believed in
him, but he was put to death, Dsath,how-
ever, hud no permanent power over him.
He took up life again, came ou$ of the gepul.
chre, and, after a littie while, went away to
beaven, The spiritual life he had imparted
tomeny hearts remained behind him, Tha
church had been created. That life cou-
tinued to win hesrts, and Philip preached
Christ. Philip .may not have understood
thorcughly all the purpores of Curist .
may not have been coaversant with all the
relations Christ sustained to God and mer;
may not have sounded the depths of Carist’s
heart; still he was under the conviction that
it was his business as a preacher to present
Carlet to the mind sud heart of the people
e would surely tell them how that Christ
had come from God, how that he revealed
the Father, how that he was the true Mees.
dab, how that he forgave sin, how thas he
was the Light and Life of -the world, how
that he healed men’s bodies and filled their
hearts with peace, how that although he had
been crucified he was alive for evermore,
tow he was the great Friend and Savioar of
all men, how that he possessed all power in
ieaven and on earth, how thatin him all
iroubled and sinving souls would find rest,
and how that he would keep all who trusted
ic him safe evermore. Sarely Phillp would
tell the people that in Corist they would
dizcover cne who was near to sympathise
with them in all their troubles—ooe who

cheer them in distrezs—one who was
il:powerful to sweep awsy their sin snd
guilt—one who could brighten their hoper—
one who could make them good and guide
“hem through life—one who clalmed them
a3 his own—one who would biess them with
Gis presence, love, and truth—one who
would inspirs them with new and divine
life, Ob, surely Philip told the people that
Christ—she living, personal, present Christ
—was the joy of their joy, the hope of their
ope, the peace of thelr peace, the strength
of their strength, the lite of their life, the
glory of their glory, .

We cannot say positively that he sald such

things; for we do not bave his sermon at

and to examine, We only know his text,
And what s text ? It was indeed a grand
one, It was Christ, Philip’s theme was a
Uving one, His text was full of deep, divine
love, It was luminons with truth, It was
tich in sympathy, It was wealthy In for-
giveness. It was brilllant in hope., It was
charming in gentlenees, It was exqulsite in
moral and epiritual loveliness, It was beau-
tifel in hoilnees, It glowed with splandid
enthusiaem, If was grand in  power, It
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overflowed with peace, good-will and joy.
Oh, it was a text to enrich, beautify,
strengthen, calm, and inspire the thought,
emotion, and will of men snd women, It
was & text whiob, if these t0ok into thelr
mind and and heart, wouid make them
calm, joyous, strong and lovely. It wonld
fit them to live as helrs of heaven. For the
text was Christ, There is very littls pro.
babllity that Phillp, while preaching on that
texs, directed the attention of his hearers to
the doctrines of origlnal sin, conditional er
unconditional election aud reprobation, jus-

] tification, the atonement, the eternity of

punizhment, and imputed righteonsneus,
These doctrines had not yet been formulat-
ed, and 80 did not tormens and perplex the
brain and keart of the young Carlatisn
charch and the first . preachers
of the gospel of God’s grace. The
likelibood is that he did not know
anything about these doctrines; but he
kaew Christ, and preached bhim. With
whatever fervor of soul, spiritual light, and
faculty of speech he possessed, Philip would
do all in his power to induce the people to
put their trust in the all-powerful and lov-
log Christ. He would keep Chrls$ before
their minds, pressing upon their attention
the traths that Jesus loved them with all
the force of his great heart—tnat he.was in
deepest sympathy with them—that he would
aave them—that in his hands they® were se-
cure agsinst all evil. This was the Christ
Philip’s hearers needed. They wanted one
who could take care of them in life and in
death; one in whom they could have the
utmost confidence; one who could give them
joy in sorrow, riches in poverty, hope in
darkness, strength In weaknese, and who
could take away all their sin. Carist was
that one. It was well for Philip, well for
his audience, that he preached Christ.

But, my brothers, the need of the people
in the first is precisely tho need of the peo-
ple of the nineteenth century.  Today, aa of
old, men and women require one in whom
they can truss implicitly, Today, as of old,
they are In want of a stroog oae to assiat
them to live well aud save them from sin and
bell, Today, as of old, Carist needs to be
preached, The liviog, personal, present.
Chriet, in all the charm of his lovelinesss,
in all the msj:sty of his beauty, in all the
grandeor of his power, in all the ¢plendour
of hls gentleness—Carist 1n all the univer-
saluess of his relatione, in all the divineness
of his forgiveness, in all the abundance of
his peace, in ail THe magnificence of his joy,
in all the depth of his sympathy, in all tne
brightness of his-hope, in all the strenxgth of
his sacrificss, in all the fulness of his living-
vess—Christ, the living, the incxhaustinle
Carist, requires to be brought befors the
perplexed, yearnirg, and sin-burdened hearts
of men, Christ, the bread and water of life,
is veeded in theee material, sceptical, ard
qaestioning times. Oh for preachers to
preach him as he should be preached. Alas!
that we are compelled to Hsten to sermonis-
ing on this, that, and the other doctrine iu-
stead of hearing our great human and divioe
Chriss, Alas! that churches should wiavgle
and fight over ddctrines while Christ {8 im-
ploriug his servants to love and preach him.
Dogtrines, of course, are necessary “things;
but Chriet. is more npecessary still. He is
Qeeper, breader, bigher, and Infinitely more
living. than all the doctiines that
have spruug from the brain of all our wise
and able theologians, He is our pressing
want.

son river. The negative evidence he says
is very strong as presented to the scien.
tific mind, The true serpent Is an air
breathing animal and could not exlet  in.
definitely beneath the surface of the sgea,
Such monsters were common in the cretace;
ous age of the world, and their remains are
common enough in the deposits of those
times, but nothing remotely resembling
them is found in the deposits of later geo-
logical ages,

The sea bottoms of these later ages are In
many gparts of the world now above the sur-
face and open to the inspection of geologlats,
It any descendents ot the ancient monsters
bad remalned alive trace of them, he thinks,
would assuredly be found, There are
moneters of the shark family which grow
to an immense length and swim with
an undaolatory motion, which might cause
them to be taken for serpents, but
they have mo power ,of ralsiog thefr
heads above the surface and gaziug about
them, a8 is reported of the Hudson River
specimen. Moreover, the desp-sea iuhabi.
tants of the present age are deecendants of
Listoral species of former ages, the ancient
reptilian species havirg ceased to exist,
There are, to be sure, real sea Borpents now
inhsabiting tropical seas swimming upon the
sarface, and sometimes ciimbing on ship-
board—but they are little fellowa from one

to four or five feef in length,

Ou the other harnd, Prof, Gpode, also of
the fish commission, does not wholly die-
credit the statement thata monster as yot
ucknown to ecience, of reptilian shape, and
haviog the power and habit of Lifting its
head far above the surface of the sea may
still be in existence. He has been told by a
commander of a revewue vessel for whose
trustworthinees he can vouch that a cresture
of this ch#acter, 23 large arousd as an
ordinary stove pips, onde made its appear-
avce in the viclnity of his vessel in the
Pacific, ralsing its head far above the
surface of the sea. Prof Goode’s informant
was not talking “‘for pablication,” and was
not the kind of man who would be likely to
deceive or be deceived in such matters,
From time to time captured creatures which
are reported to be sea serpents fall iato the
havds of naturalists, but when submitted to
the testa of molence they uniformly prove to
be abnormal epecimens of familiar forms,

Destruetion of the Salmon on the
Miramichi.

The public are ju:t beginning to learn from
actusl experience how much pecuniary advan.
tage can be derived from the preservation of
the saimod. Daring the past summer tens of
thousands of dollars have besn paid out by
sportsmen on the Restigouche, whose waters
are now carefully protected by various lessees,

While the salmon has been protected in the
waters of the Rustigouche, however, it has heen
sacly neglected on various parts of the Mirae
michi where poachers of the worst character
have rioted unchecked in its destiuction, in
evilence of which the writer enbmiis to the
public, the following state of facts respecting
this river and somse of its tributaries

Between Boiestown and the mouth of Renous
the Miramichi bas been nettad duriog the past
summer out of all proportiion to its produc-
tiveness, nets having been set in evary shaps
snd form, sometimes almost overlapping each
other as they weare et from opposite shores,
and often extencisg complele.y across the
chonnel.

THE MAYFLOWER

Wing the First Race of the Iafer-
national Meries,

The Greatest Yachting Day Ever Knowm
in New York.

‘NEW YOEK, Sep. 7.—This has been the
greatest yachtirg day New York has ever seen,
and another day of glory for Boston, for her
yacht Mayflower has won the first of the inter-
national sories against the British cutter Gala-
tea, With a steady, whole-sail breezs from
the southward, permitting each to carry all

their light sails, the Galstea was beaten 12 m,
40 sec. sctusl time, or 12 m. 02 sec. corrected
tims, the Mayfl»wer having given her 38 se.
conds time allowance according to the New
York yacht club rules, under which the races
are sailed. The contest was faie for both
yachte, inssmuch as balf of the course sailed
gave almoat windward work, while the other
balf was with free sheets. Although the cutter
was defeated, she has shown herself to be a
faster yacht than the Genesta in a light breeze
and one that may be very hard to defeat in &
strong breezs and sea way. It has been a day
of excitement such as is seldom seepin New
York, From dawn till dark, s=float or a3hore,
in hotel, elab or ‘‘on change,” the yacht race
was the leading topic of conversation, Hun-
dreds of sail of yachts surrounded the contest-
ants just before the start. .

Ten o’clock was the time -sst for the start,
but up to that hour a heavy veil of hazs hung
over the city and harbor, with not a breath of
wind, while the bun shone fiercely. At 10 30
a light breeze come up from a little east of
south, clearing away the haze, The pre-
paratory whi:tle screeched at 1045, and
ten minutes later came ome - for the
start.  Both yachts ocarrying the same
sail —mainsail, ciub sopsail, jib and fore staye
sall, had been mar ce ivered into good positions,
but Capt. Bradford of the Galatea sécured the
windward position as the line twas crossed.
Mrs, Henn, in yachting costume, stood in the
companion hatchway, her husband standing on
deck, cool and confident, Capt. Stone steered
the Majflower, with ‘“Joe” Eilsworth at hie
eibow and E. Paice. near the wheel. The of-
ficial atart was; Galatea, 10.56.11; Mayflower,
10,56 12, ¢

Both yachts stood across the channel on the
starboard tack and began their battle for the
America’s cup. At 11 30 the Mayfl )wer tried
the windward position and with the last of the
ebb tide uader her lea bow, macaged to keep it
and began “‘out-footing’’ the cutter at omce.
The breeze was freshening every moment and
the prospects for a fine race were encouraging.
The Boston elyop kspt steadily incressing her
lead, At11.59 when the Galatea tacked to port
near buoy 16, the sloop was leading -her b
fully three-quarters ¢f a mile, The flood tide
had just begun to mske and Capt. *‘Joe’’ Kils.
worth, who piloted the Mayflower, was
“‘coorking” it for all he was worth,
Captain *Sam” Gibson, pilot of the Galge.
tea, was 8lso doing his best ia this
direction but the cutter was not cqual to the
occssion, He finally “split tucks” with the sloop
and goicg about at 1220 held the port tack.
while the 2ayflower made two and gained by
the operation fally haif a mile, Both then
made shori boardefor buoy 83, the first turning
point, the Mayflower fetchivg sround first at
10151 and the cutter at 107.07. The May-
fl wer passed buoy 5 at 1.18 and the Galatea
at 125, To buoy 8% the May flower bad already
beaten the cutter 5m. 17s,  From here to the
“outer mark,” Ssody Hook lightship,
the contest was very pretty, A splendid
breezs and clear skies and just a slight
easterly swell rolling in were excallent cone
ditions, Both yachts were close hauled on the
starboard tick, The Mayfl wer slowly but sure-
ly “ouifooted the cutter,” and tacking for the
outer mark at 2 27,30 came grandly along for
it on the port'tack. Assheequared awaylroand
it she set her big balloon top sail. The official
time of turning wae: Mayflower, 2 35 02; Gala~
tes, 24413 Both made asplendid picture as
they rounded the lightship. At this poist
the Masflower had now beaten the
Galatea 9 min, 12 sec., and she was
fully two miles awsy when the latter ‘‘equared
asway.” The Mayflower with her big balioon
jib topsail beliying out in the now ctcong
breezs came passing by the buoy 8} on the
home atrotch at 3 34, jaet asthe Gaisies was
passing the point ¢ff Sandy Hook, Ths latier
passing the buoy at 3 36, and both gybicg over
%o the point cams. grandly down to the fnish
on the flood tide. Findiog the &pannaker
would draw Lieut, Henn ordered it sat to star-
board. At 4 13 Capt. Stone finding the cutter
overhauliog him, followed suit and set the
Mayflower’s spannaker five minutes later. It
was the graudest marine spzctacte ever szen in
New York bay, Surrouaded by nesrly five
hundred steam and sailing craft,the Mayflower
came tearing alorg ‘hrough the narrow path of
water and crosee s the finish line amid the
firing of guue, receeches of whistles and waving
of acres ¢f buntiog nod hsndkerchiefz. The
Galatas received as hearty a wslcoms when
she arrived, snd when the jadees told Lisut,
Hepn he was besten 12 ainutes 2 seconds he
laughed snd shouted back, *‘I thougkt it was
half an hour ” Three cheers and a tiger were
given by the yachtmen for the gallant littla
Irishman end his charming wife, Tha follow-
