How the Wizard Got Honest Consid-
eration For His Invention From
Telegraph President.

Dr. Norvin, Green, for many years
president of the Western Union Tele-
graph Company, once said that but for
the dulness of hlmuu and his. assist-
ants, Thomas A. Edison might ngver
have obtained the confidence and sup-
port of the great corporation. Edison
had been trying for months to induce
the officials to take up some of his in-
ventions, until they began to regard

him as a bore,

He went to the main office one day,
and wag greeted by Dr. Norvin Green
and the other officials with sneering
smiles. Dr, Green said, “Mr, Edison,
We are unable to get into communica-
tion with Albany, and a large amount
of important business s in peril. I
suppose that since you know more
about telegraphy than all of the rest
of us comibined, you can locate ' the
difficulty.”

‘Whether Edison noticed the sneering
tone or not, he quietly answered, ‘I
can -Jocate it inside of two or three
hours, sir.”

I. White of Grand Fulls, N. B, a
prosperous merchant of that town, is
here to take home his father, who,
with his wife, have left Shiloh. The
story of the eldér White, who is a
feeble 0ld man of N years, is pitiful.
He was a well-to-do farmer at Tracey’s
Mills, near Woodstock, N. B. He was
of a deéply religious turn of mingd, and
had been a zealous worker in the Bap-
tist church and one of its deacons for
years. Hwerything went along well
untfl the Shiloh missionaries invaded
the quiet ndg'bborhood seefningly de-
terminéd on securing as converts those
who owned some property. Meetings
‘were held and the glories of Shiloh
and the new “Elijah” were pictured to
the people.

Mr, and Mrs. White got interested,
and three years ago Mr, White visit-
ed Shiloh to see the place. He was
treated like a lord, and Sandford told
him to go out and pick out a lot such
as he would Hke to have a house bulit
on. When he reéturned he told Sand-
ford he was not impressed with any
of the lots, and then Sandford sent Mr.

When Mr. White
called Mr, Sandford’s -attention to the
fact that he expected to have a home
built for him, he got the cool reply,
“Haven’t you a house to live in now?”

Mr. White lost all his spare furni-
ture In the great “furniture raid” of
last winter. - All the spare furnituare
of those who are living' at the king-
dom was stored  in a room at Shiloh
propér. Bandford announced that all
the furniture owned by any person
stored at Shiloh would be taken out on
a certain day and burned., Those hav-
ing furniture and no place to put it
were compelled to give it to Shiloh,
fearing that it would be destroyed, as
“Elijan” had said it would.

“I can see now,” sald Mr. White,
“how cunning and shrewd Mr.Sandford
was; how he led meto believe that if
I gave up all T owned to Shiloh he
would build me & home of my own, and
that I was to enjoy the same privi-
leges I was enjoying at home. He de-
ceived me, and now I am a poor, old,
helpless man, without a cent, at the
age of nearly 70 years.”

Evangelist Awakens Passion of 6lving
‘In Ald of Missionaries—
" $45,264 In One Day.

*

OLD ORCHARD BEACH, Me., Aug.
13.~The mesmeric power, ea.rnestnesn
and enthusiasm of one man, skilled in
the moulding of great gatherings of
people into & passion of giving, raised|
$45,264 at the Christian and Mission-
ary Allilance meetings here today,
The money was given in amounts
that varied from ten cents to $1,800,
the latter the joint contribution of the
members of the Boston branch of the
alllance. Some of it was in cash;
more was in signed pledges.
Missloniaries from foreign lands, at
home for a briet stay, passed through
the company, on their lips snatches of
song, cries of praise and the mutter-
ing of prayer. At the front of the
platform stood Dr. Simpson, and be-
side him Dr. Henry Wilson. Back of
him were other missionaries, a piano
and a choir,

Incident followed incident with bio-
graphic rapidity. A word from Dr.
Simpson reduced the vast audience to
tears; another from Dr, Wilson switch-
ed them to momentary laughter. From
all over the erowd came the announce-
ments: “I will give $5"° “I can give
fifty cents,” “T'wo dollars here,” ‘“‘One
hundred dollars,” “I pledge $1,000.”

GAVE MORE THAN $45,000,

Follow the announcement come
shouts - of rejoicing, “amens” and
“hallelujdhs!” After every eight or
ten, choir and congregation burst into
song.

Thus music, oratory, the hypnotic
spell of speakers, timé and the uni-
versal thought of the multitude, acted
like an intoxicant to move hearts and
loosen purse-strings.

And when the spell had passed the
missionary treasury was the richer by
more than $46,000

Old Orchard must impress the eciti-
zen of Maine as a town that is “wide
open,” and while it is no Coney Is-
land, compared to Revere Beach, it is
a veritable carousal of dissipation.

A mcant mile away is the camp
ground—an enclosed grove of oak and
pine, with & ocovered speakers’ stand
and a semi-circle of rough benches
under the trees . for the -audience.
Around 'theoutside of the enclosure
are tiny cottages and one or two tents,
where the workers live. F¥or a radius
of several hundred yards ars many
more cottages. They poured their in-
habitants into yesterday’s flve meat-
ings with an enthusiasm that left them
empty. Two of those meetings were
the services at ch Mr, “Simpson’s
talentg came into play. 4

The Christian Migsionary Alliance is
not a denomination. Its members are
members of regular churches—Meth-
odist, - Baptist, Congregational. Dr.
Simpson himself says he {s “a Presby-
terian broadened out,” and that his
principal co-worker, Dr, Wilson, is ‘“a
pretty good Episcopalian,'

The object of the alliance is to send
missionaries to fields not reached by
the denominational socleties. Men and
women were present today on fur-
loughs from Chile, Argentina, the
Congo State, China and India.

Dr, Simpson sald Dr. Wilson seemed
to be the tongue of the shoe.

The audience, which a second& before
had wept and audibly muttered
snatches of prayer for the poor child
widows of India, laughed hysterically.

The audience ocaught the fervor of
the missionaries. A beardless young
missionary from China, with rapt face
and upturned eyes, sald that in a
Chinese city whith ten years ago was
anti-foreign- s.;xﬂﬁnu'kod by persecu-
tion . of the C ans, conditions had
80 changed by the blessing of God that
during the year past the Mandarim,
converted to a belief in Christianity,
had driven the Buddhist priests from
their temples, converted them into
markets and smashed up their idols.

CRIES OF HIXULTATION.

Cries arose of exultation and joy at
this change of the Mandarin’s intoler-
ance from Christlans to Buddhists.
“God is good !” cried a worshipper.
“Glorify Him for His works !” breath-
ed another,

“Last month in Pennsylvania,” said
Dr. Simpson, “the blessing of God de-
scended on our convention there and
we raised $43,000 /for His work. The
heathen are calling. for salvation for
education, for clvilization, for the glory
of God, and His kingdom. This is the
annual gift opportunity of the year.
The ushers will pass among you with
cards and will receive either money or
pledges. Give freely of your means.

‘“We need money. for the industrial
education of the famine orphang of In-
dia. Fifteen dollars a year will pay
for one. Don't you want to help God’s
work by caring for one, aside from
your other contribution for mission-
aries 7 Ask the Lord about it.”

The ushers started, while the choir
seng and the oongregation swelled the
refrain. Bvangelist Slmpson received
the cards and Mrs, 8impson the cash
as it was brought up to the platform.
He read the amounts aloud, a few at
a time,with a running fire of comment,
appeal, anecdote—oaven .a joke. Dr.
‘Wilson, standing beside him, added to
the alternate enthusiasm and humor.

Dr, 8impson is tall and somewhat
portly, with dark skin, bald forehead,
iron gray hair and parted whiskers.
His black frock coat is long and loose,
his collar high and graced by a white
ministerial tie, hig white wash vest
crossed by a dark silk watch chain.
Dr, Wilson also“ls tall and dark and
iron gray, but he 8 smooth-faced, with
twinkling eyes and powerful jaw. He
‘wears the conventional dress of an

Bpiscopal clommm, except for the
clerical collar, There is'a marked re-

semblance to Bdwin Booth in his face.

Yet, had he been an actor, he would

WORK AND PREACH.

“Take your money out of the bank,
rich man, and give it to the Lord.

You think, more than thirty-five little
children had the place.

LAUGHTER AND TEARS.

The congregation laughed.

Then eleven young men and women
rose in response to the request, ‘““Who,
between the ages of fourteen and
forty, are willing to give themselves
to the missionary work, ir God makes
the way clear to them to go ?”

A PATHETIC INCIDENT.

A young fellow with a
fine face, but with the signs of con-
sumption everywhere, aroge and falter-
ingly sald that he desired to be right
with God, and thought that God was
answering prayer.

Dr. Simpson’s voice trembled when
he said:' “I know that boy. He is mak-
ing a brave fight for life. God bless
him."
