| PAYMENT OF LEGISLATIVE COUNCILLORS.

‘I'uesday, March 4th.
The Hoose went into Committee of the whole
| on & Bill 1o pravide for- the payment of the Presi-
dent and members of the Legislative Council.—
Mr. Beardsley in the Chair.

Mr. Jounston espluined. An Act passed in
1850 providing for the payment of the President
and Members of the other {lrnm:h for ten sears, at
the tute of £150 a year for the President, and
one pound o du&dmn. the Session for ench mem-
ber. ‘I'his act hinving expited, he (Mr. Jolibeon)
hiad drifted the present bill. He proposed to give
the President £100, and the members 154. a day,
the sniie ns was allowed to meinbera of this house,
and the law to expire whenever the Council is
made elective. 5

Mr. GinoerT thought there was no necessity
for the Bill. 1In the early days of this Province
the Legislutiva Councillors were not paid, and the
business of the country was as well attended to
then as it had been since, 1le did not see the
utility of paying them ot all, ‘Those appointed to
the Cuuncil were supposed 10 be wealihy men,
and did not want any pay.

Mr. RircHir was not disposed to enter into
discussion upoy this Bill at present. Lle thought
they hud better rnron progreas and wait until the
Bill enme belore them for making the Legislative
Couneil elective. When that came down he ho,
they would be able to ngree upon a gond mensurs,
and that the Council would soon be made elective.
His impression was, that of the Legisla-
tive Council should be paid the same amount as
the members of that house; (Hear, hesr). ll‘lhzﬁ
should agree an a bill to make the other brancl
elective, they could provide for their payment this
year in Bupply ; if they should not be able o agree
#pon an elective bill, it would then be time enongh
to pass this Bill. He hoped the Commitiee would
consent 1o report progress,

that he express his opinion now. He ngreed gen-
enlly with the hon. member who had #at down.

hitherto, not only paid the £14,500 which we
agreed to pay, but has left a surplus annvally of
£18,000, which sum goes into the public chest,

On the question of surrendering the Iniation
of Moncy Grants, to the Executive, his honor
stated that the Government could ot constitu-
tionally ask for it, but if the House was disposed
to relinquish that right, the Government was also
disposed to assume the responsiliility of taking it.

The establishnient of Municipal Curporations,
Lis honor gave them to understand, was a Go.
vernment Measure, and that a Bill was about to
be prepared for that purpose—but that the Law
would not be imperative, and would be given only
to stich Counties as asked for it.—We have seen
a synopsis of the Bill, and are prepared to give
s our opinion, that it has been originated and so
prepared as to render its working if not impossible,
at least uscless to the people.

On Education, much was also sail ; but so fur
as we have been able to dive into the ambiguities
of the hon. gentleman, we arrive at the concly-
sion, that like the great bulk of the speech, noth-
ing was meant, and that it was perfectly non-
committal.’

The Hon. gentleman, however, without pledg-
ing the Government to anything, did throw out
