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Rutherford House was the residence of the

Hon. A.C. Rutherford, first premier of the
Province of Alberta, and founder of the University
of Alberta, From its completion in 1911 until
1941, Rutherford House was not only the home of

one of the province's most distinguished citizens
but was the elegant setting for many social
functions associated with the University as well as
the community as a whole. Rutherford House is
now owned by the University of Alberta but has
been restored by the Provincial Government and
opened to the public as a historic site.

The house is located at the north end of HUB.
It is open to the public from 12:00 to 6:00 p.m.
on weekends.
