There was objection to 
the plan from the Van 
Dongens, who have 
operated a nursery at 1910 
Dundas St East since 
1953 In a letter, the cou­
ple said that when they 
first moved there, farms 
surrounded their 
operation. But with in­
creased development, 
their property has 
become a "swamp" of 
salty pools of water, they 
said Their plants have 
suffered as a result

Doq. Gardner, lawyer 
for Flores ta, said the 
city's engineering depart­
ment has provided for 
water drainage to prevent 
runoff to the Van 
Dongen's nursery "We'll 
be cleaning up the 
problem which has ex­
isted there for years." 
Gardner said
