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eccentric (ireular disc uj,„„ which a caiiiuifo
travels, performing the circuit in the same
<limtion as that in which the disc revolves
and in (say) one-tenth .,f the time in whi.h
the eccentric disc performs one revolution onIS own eccentric axis. A person sitting upon
the fast moving carriage above referred to, is
virtually travelling from the centre of the
<lisc towards its circumferen.e and vice versa
and as a result reactions will he set up that
will disturb the equilibrium of his body to an
extent depending upon the amount of' eccen-
tncity of the revolving disc and the speeds of
disc and of travelling carriage.

Exactly such reactions are set up in par-
ticles on the Earth's surface, whilst m(,ving
with the daily rotation of the Karth, and with
Its monthly motion about the centre of gravitv
of the Karth-;\[oon system.
