IMPERIAL TITLES—An Ottawa 
correspondent of an American week­
ly newspaper indulges in the follow­
ing democratic sentiment regarding 
Imperial titles. He says:—

There are very few in Canada to- 
j day like Alexander Mackenzie. 
George Brown and Edward Blake, 
who refused these titles solely on the 
grounds that it would not be In the 
best interest of a young and demo­
cratic country like Canada to accept 
them. Politically they were follow­
ers of Mr. Bright and Mr. Glad­
stone. and on this question they 
took exactly the same view. Mr. Mac­
kenzie made only two recommenda­
tions for knighthood while in office. 
They were Sir A. A. Dorion and Sir 
William Richards, both distinguished 
judges of the superior courts. He 
thought that imperial titles could 
only be worn with dignity by such 
persons as the principal judges of 
the higher courts, who were removed 
from many of the obligations of so­
ciety. As for himself he had resisted 
the entreaties of Lord Lome, and 
Lome Canarx'on. who had offered him 
the honor direct. Mr. Blake in re­
fusing a title said that it was un­
suited to our social conditions, and 
that it was a mistake to introduce 
them here. Mr. Brown was actually 
gazetted a knight commander in 
1879, but declined it. There is no 
doubt that the Canadian people as 
a whole are opposed to the granting 
of titles, and that. too. on the 
grounds plainly yet forcibly put by 
their old political leaders.

RESCUE WORK.—The annual re­
port for 1901 to their many sub­
scribers and supporters, the com­
mittee of the Southwark Rescue So­
ciety and Workhouse Association are 
glad to be able to state that their 
work continues to make steady pro­
gress in every direction, although it 
is still continually hindered by want 
of funds. During the year, the 
committee have held no less than 11 
meetings, at which the attendances 
have been satisfactory and at which 
no fewer than 262 cases, involving 
479 children, have been dealt with 
satisfactorily. Of the latter, 57 
have been sent to schools or orphan­
ages through Boards of Guardians, 8 
have been committed to industrial 
schools, and 7 referred to other dio­
ceses, whilst 366 have been satisfac­
torily placed in Catholic orphanages 
and institutions. From these figures 
it will be seen that the committee 
have had to undertake entire or par­
tial financial responsibility for a 
very large number of cases. The en­
tire support of one child for a year 
means £13. The committee have to 
express their gratefulness to the Sis­
ters of-Nazareth at Bexhill, to the 
Sisters of Notre Dame des Missions 
at Deal, and to the Sisters of the 
Faithful Virgin at Norwood, for the 
variable assistance which they have 
repeatedly received from them. They 
have also to thank the National So­
ciety for the Prevention of Cruelty to 
Children, the Children's Aid Society, 
the Charity Organization Society, 
and various conferences of the Socie­
ty of St. Vincent de Paul for their 
timely co-operation.

A SHAKESPEARIAN RELIC. — 
Shakespearian scholars, says the 
“Douai Magazine," will be glad to 
learn that Dr. Horace Furness, one 
of the ablest expositors of the Bard 
of Avon, has in his possession a pair 
of gloves once worn by England's 
greatest poet. They are dull buff 
gauntlets, the deep cuffs of which are 
embroidered in gold. In 1769 John 
Ward, the actor, gave them to Gar­
rick. Garrick’s widow gave them to 
Sarah Siddons. Mrs. Siddons be­
queathed them to her daughter. This 
lady gave them to Fanny Kemble, 
whose father was educated at Douai. 
From the hands of this last-named 
inimitable actress they came into the 
possession of Dr. Furness.

LORD ACTON DEAD —This great 
English scholar died at Tegernsee, 
Bavaria, on Thursday, June 19. Dur­
ing the previous few days it was 
known that his condition was criti­
cal. and the news that he had re­
ceived the last Sacraments of the 
Church made it clear that the end 
could not be far off. John Emerich 
Edward Dalberg Acton, 8th Baronet 
and 1st Baron Acton, of Aldenham. 
County Salop, was born at Naples 
on January 10, 1834. Sir Richard 
Acton, Lord Acton’s father, died in 
18361 and Lady Acton, his mother, 
subsequently married the second Earl 
Granville. In the year 1843 Sir 
John Acton, as he was then called, 
was sent to school at Oscott, near 
Birmingham. He remained there un­
til 1848, and went through the 
school. Doctor, afterwards Cardinal, 
Wiseman, was at that time President 
of Oscott. It was then a great reli­
gious centre. The most distinguished 
of the Oxford men who joined the 
Catholic Church went there —among 
them no less a personage than John 
Henry Newman. Lord Acton always 
used to speak of his old school with 
affection. After leaving Oscott he 
spent some time at Edinburgh in the 
house of Dr. Logan, an old Cam 
bridge man who had become a Cath­
olic priest. The late Cardinal How­
ard and the late Lord Stourton were 
his companions. When reading with 
Dr. Logan at Edinburgh he ardently 
desired to go to Cambridge. Applica­
tion was made on his behalf to three 
colleges, but he was refused by all. 
He then went to reside in the house 
of Dellinger at Munich, and this cir­
cumstance shaped the whole course 
of his life.

When Cardinal Newman withdrew 
from the “Rambler," it was taken 
by Lord Acton, and after a short 
time transformed into the “ Home 
and Foreign Review." This was be­
yond question one of the most learn­
ed and most interesting periodicals 
of the nineteenth century. Its no­
tices of the current literature of Eu-1 
rope were most complete. Some of 
its contributors were men of the 
highest distinction in various coun­
tries. Lord Acton stopped the issue 
of the “Home and Foreign Review," 
in consequence of the attitude of the 
authorities of the Church towards it, 
but he continued to pursue the same 
policy, and his activity in Rome dur­
ing the Council of 1870 is well 
known. He was mainly responsible 
for the letters from the council which 
appeared in the "Allegeneine Zeit- 
ung" at Munich, and which were sub­
sequently published under the name 
of "Quirinus." Perhaps the chief 
work of Lord Acton’s life was the 
collection at Aldenham of an enorm­
ous accumulation of 60,000 volumes, 
for which he built, some thirty years 
ago, a special library. He sat in 
Parliament for Carlow from 1859 to 
1865. At the general election of 
1865 he was returned for Bridnorthi 
but was unseated on a scrutiny. He 
made no mark in the House of Com­
mons, nor in the House of Lords af­
ter his elevation to the peerage in 
1869. He acquired, however, great in­
fluence over Mr. Gladstone. He spoke 
and wrote German, French and Ita- 
an with ease, but he was seen at his 
best in general conversation. In bil- 
liancy and learning his talk equalled 
that of Macaulay. He greatly im­
pressed and had some influence with 
Queen Victoria when she got to know 
him well after he had become Lord- 
in-Waiting, which office he filled fNm 
1892 to 1895. He was appointed 
in the latter year Regius Professor

AN AGED PRIEST DEAD. — The 
death is announced of the Very Rev. 
Michael Canon Condon, Glasgow's 
oldest priest, full of years and rich 
in the ineffaceable records of a mag­
nificent ministry extending over a pe­
riod of fifty-three years in Scotland, 
passed peacefully away to his re­
ward, and left, as in, the case of the 
late Archbishop Eyre, of whom he 
was a contemporary, the whole arch-, 
diocese, over which the Canon was 
so universally known and fondly lov­
ed, to deeply and sincerely mourn his 
loss. Born in Ireland in 1817, on 
the 23rd of September, within the 
parish of Coolcappa, County Limer­
ick, Canon Condon's first appoint­
ment was at St. Mary’s, Glasgow, to 
which mission he was attached on 
the 10th October, 1845. Following 
this he was successively priest in 
charge of Campbeltown, Hamilton, 
Greenock, and latterly at St. Pat­
rick's, Glasgow, where he died. Of 
late years Canon Condon was unable 
owing to failing strength to conduct 
the affairs of St. Patrick’s, and had 
in consequence an administrator giv­
en to him, the first being Father To­
ner. since trsnferred to Rutherglen, 
and the second the Rev. Dr. Mullin, 
at present in charge of the Anderston 
mission. Canon Condon was one of 
the now few remaining members of 
the first Cathedral Chapter since the 
“Reformation," formed in Glasgow 
in 1884.

poor grass fed cattle, and these have 
had a depressing effect upon the mar­
ket for good to choice stock. The 
tap price paid in the Toronto mar­
ket for choice exporters last Friday 
was S6.65 per 100 lbs., as against 
87 for the week previous. The de­
mand from shippers continues strong 
as even at the recent decline in 
prices in the two leading foreign 
markets Canadian cattle are making 
money, and although cable advices 
were firmer to-day. yet the prospects 
for the future are not very encour­
aging as latest mail advices to hand 
state that the stocks of dressed beef 
in London are large, every cold stor­
age department being full af it, 
owing to the fact that dealers had 
laid in heax-y supplies in anticipa­
tion of an actix-e demand for the 
coronation wants, which, no doubt, 
would hax-e materialized and prices 
maintained if it had not been post­
poned: but since it has been the de­
mand for cattle has fallen off mate­
rially, anti trade will likely continue 
slow ufttTF^the heax-y stocks are 
worked off.
