One of them became
vast in its power—they (the Catholice)
called it dreadfal, It was what was
called Freemasonry. It effirded a great
example of what could be done by con-
oentrated effort, for who would bave
thought some huudred years sgo thet
Freemasonry would wicld such a terribie
power through the lergth and breadth
of the world as it now did, It surpace.d
even the fondest hopes ¢f those who
organized it. It had done a great deal
but, ucfortunately, not for good
but for evil, and to-day there was
not a king in Europe who did not trembhle
before the power of the “Intarnational,”
as it was called. Witnes, for example,
the Czar of Rusels, who trembles ¢cn his
throne. Why? Because of the enmity
sworn sgainst him by the Internatiocal,
the leaders of wkich were all powerful
over ite membere. ‘I'he leaders bad only to
commaud ard the commards were
obeyed. Having remarked that Free
masonry wes &n  oiganization which
could mot be smiled upon by any good
cltizen, Cathclic or Protestant, be went
on to atate thet the C. M, B, A
was organized for efferdirg to 1
membere advaniages and benefiis without
the dangers or perlls that atteched to the
soclety he had just epoken of, He pointed

out the rapid growth ¢f the C M B. A,
and then went on to eay that we lived in
an sge when societles spring rapldly into
exfstenco. We had teen one—the Equal
Rights Association—come into belog very
recently, What was the end for which it
was oiganized ? Very few people might
be fgvorant of it, but very few might
be able to tell the real cause for fit.
The Cathclics in Canada were mnot
here by toleration; they were here
becaute they belonged to here, and
because their  forefathers firat set
foot upon the scil aud claimed it, end be.
canee their missionerics were the first to
come and ehed thelr b'ood upon the sofl,
They were here becauee it was the will of
God they shovld be, and they were here
to remein, Thoy dld not esk any tolera:
tlon, for they do not need it. They stocd
upon thefr merzits, avd all the Equal
Rights aesoclations in the world would
never make them eworve from thelr code
of ideae. They were mot there to Injure
others, but, as good Christiane, to do all
they possibly could in thelr sphere, Their
organization was not ome of eggres
slve Cbrissdanity ; it was not meant to
elbow other people out. There was room
for all who wished to come here without
Dellicose ideas. Thore who wiched to force
or take thelr (the Catholics) rights from
them had no position here, nor could any
equal rights aseociation or any association
of any other name which might have the
same ideas have any right of exlstence.
They (the Catholics) bad no quarrel to

fck with them. Thoy had aright to their

tholic faith, and so long as they
were staunch and falthful to their
religion no one hed a right to say a word
against them, for no one could eay they
were sggressive in the least. In comcln
slon the rev. gentleman referred to the
chief alms of the O. M. B. A —first, the
promotion of Cathollc interests among its
mwembers, and second, thelr soclal amelior:
ation.

A kind of anti-Catholic demonstration,
which very nearly culminated in a serious
disturbarce, occurred in tho West End
last evening, The King William Fife
and Drum Band, followed by a gacg of
roughe, and preceded by a cab decorated
with illuminated placards, paraded some
of the principal streets, Amongst the
sentiments expressed in promineat char
acters were, “We want no Waleh,” *“No-
Popery” and “We want to Worsaip God
as Coristians.” The procession, swelling
in numbers as it went along, marched
through King street, Young stireet,
Queen street west, to Bathurst streot
U'ners they were intercepted by the
police of No 3 Division, who ordered
ihem to digband and return to their
bhemes, They tbrew the pgauntlet of
defiance at the police and continued
their rowdy couduct, The cllisers, foar
ing that the proceedings mght lead io
aserfous disturbavce, attempted to disperse
the procesalonista with thelr batyns, Some
one from the sidewslk called upou the
bays with tha esb to drlve through the
polica and the crowd., A yousg mau
named Arthur Chamberialn, a bridgs
builder, reidding at 320 Wiiton evenue,
jamped op the bux of the vehicle for this
purpose, Police Constabls M flat at
tempted to arrest bim, but wes kickel
and otherwise maltreated. Chamberlain
was secured, however, and 2n nnsucces<ful
attempt was made to rescue him. Some
of the ringleaders, who are kucwa to the
police, will probably pe summoned to
answer for thelr share in the everirg’s
transactions.—Toronto Globe, Dzc, 14.
