Many interesting and important relig

us events have occurred in Brooklyn
during the administration of its veper-
able prelate, wuo is this week celebratin
the filtieth aenivergary of hig ordmuliug
o the priesthood, ard vot a few of the
churchen put jact to 1ig epitcopal juris
diction bave ‘s bListorv sund famo which
are by no means cor fired to their own
localities, Such a chureh, fog instance,
is 8t. Chbarles Borromeo’s, which is situ
ated at the corner of Syduoey place and
Livingston street, on that portion of
Brooklyn kuown s the Heigats, This
church Was originally an Episcopal plece
of worehip, aud & romsntic interest
attaches to it, because it was within ite
welle, while it still was a Protestant
edifice, tbat Right Rev. Bishop Ives, the
Episcopslian ordinary of Nortu Cnro‘lmn,
Who afierwards became a Catholic lay
man, ordaived to the Protestant ministry
Rev. Donald Xavier MacLoed, subse
quently a convert to Catholicity of the
Cincionati diocese.

Levi Silliman Ives was & native of
Meriden, Ot, and was born at the close
of the last ccntury, His parents were
Preshyterians, and it was in tLeir faith
that the son was first taught religion
Removing from Conneciicut to N.w
York, while yet a youth, the future
Bishop served under (3eneral Pike in the
war ot 1812 against Eogland, A'ter the
ceseation of hostilities he entered Ham.
ilton College, and afterwards began his
theological couree in New York, where,
baving experienced a change ot convic.
tions on the subject of reiigion, he was
ordeaned a descon of the Kpitcopul
Church in 1822 Three years later he
married the daughter of the Episcopal
Bishop Hobart, and havicg in the mean-
time been advanced to priest’s orders,
be served several churches in York state,
fulfilling kis duties with great zsal and
winning esteem wherever he ministered,
In 1831 he was

CHOSEN THE EPISCOPAL BISHOP

of North Oarolina, and he retsined the
administration of his diocese for the en.
tuing twenty-one years, One of his
ost zealous ministers in the North
Carolianian fields was Rev. Donald X
MzcLecd, whom, as already stated, tee
bishop ordaived in Brookiyn, In a
memoir of this minister, tubsequently
8 priest of his archdiocese, the late Arch
bishop Purcell of Cincinnati wrote s
follows of Dr, Ives #nd his coadjutor in
North Carolin: *“Neither the bishcp
ror bis curate was satiefied in the Angh
can communion, They bhad read her
history, They knew ths vice o hcr
origin, the bollowness of her pretensions.
They Leheld her sanguinary, self ivfl cted
wound of echism ever bleeding. She
was for them the bad fruit of a bad tree
—the creation, or the creature, of an act
of an obsequious Parlisment ;and neitber
in Eoglaod nor in the United States
could she amseert her cliim to
the marks by which the gospels
end tke first four general councils teach
us to recognize the one holy Oatholic
and apostelic Church of Christ, Before
the minds of bishop end minister were
fully irradiated by the ever glowing
splendor of Catholic truth, they practised
some of the ordinacces and rites peculiar
to the old Church, Tuey went to con
fession to one another ; they gave each
other salutary penances. They adorned
their churches as Catholics, from time
immemorial, bad been wont to do cn the
greater festivals; and of Mr, MacLeod,
1o particular it mey be saia that, while
the proofs of our holy faith satisfied his
judgment, the @ .thetics of religion had a
special charm tor his sonl.”

In the year 1841, Bishop Ives, having
become persuaded of the truth of Cath.
olic doctrine, found it imposeible for him
to remain any longer in the Episcopalian
fold, Consequently he resigned his
bishopric, and the following year

HE WENT T0 ROME,
where, in an interview wnich he had
with the lsmected Piua IX, he drew
from his finger bis Episcopel ring and
oftered it to tne Holy Father, as he said,
“in evidence of his disobedience.” Pius
iX, declined the ring, but enjoined on
Dr. Ives to place it on St Peter’s altar
as ‘“evidence of your obedience,” and
this injunction the convert carried out,
laying his rirg on the aitar designated,
whence it was subsequently taken and
deposited in a place of preservation.
The sign of Dr, Ives’ obedicnce is still 10
be seen in the Eternal City. Returning
to New York, Dr, Ives oftered his ser-
vices to Archbishop Hughes in whatever
capacity that prelate judged best, ard
he for several years employed as a teacher
in Catholic schools, In 1854 he pub
liched his well known work on * Tke
Trials of a Mind in its Progress to Catho-
licity,” and in this bock he thus de-
scribes his own experience: “In the
firet place, I observed that every attempt
to understand and rightly sppreciate
Qatholic truth was received by. Protest-
ants with jealousy, and hated with harsh-
nees. And if the practice was not im
mediately relinquished, they would seek
to interpose an eftectual bar by loading
it with suspicion, and exciting against 1t
the popular indignation ; thus often
forcing persons who might not have the
perve, for the sake of truth and peace,
to face desertion and ignominy, to stifl>
their convictions, compronu:se their con.
sciencee, and consent, for a time at leasf,
to stumble on amid the u::kmcmit.w,ur ana
miseries of an uancertain faith, Tois
struck me as g0 inconeistent with the
Protestant principle, thai u free and
thorough application of each miad to t}{e
great quesuon, ‘ What is the truth ¥ is
ersential to its solution, a8 to lead me to
suspect more reasonableness and force
in Catholic tesching than

Rev. Donald MacLeod avandoved E pie-
copslianism the sawe 1ims taat Dr. lves
quitted North Carolina, and he betock
himseif 10 8!, Louis, waere he engaged
in literary pursuiie, and wbere he also
edited for & while a newspaper, He ap-
pears, at the outset of bis Untholic career,
to bave hud no intention of entering the
priesthood, for he became engaged to an
sccomplished lady of St. Louis, and even
went #0 far a8 to lead ber to the altar for
the marriage ceremony, For some rea-
€0n or another the ceremony was not per-
formed, bowever, and epesking on thie
sutject, the late Archbishop Purceil eaid
that he had been informed by a respect.
abie priest of 8i. Luis, who knew all the
circumstances of the case, that the con.
duct of Mr. MacLeod was all taat could
have been expected, in the premises,
from & Chrietian

AND A MAN OF HONOR.

Shortly after this episode in his lifs the
ex -minister, at the invitation of Dr,
Purcell, who was 8 warm sdmirer of his
abilities, entered Mount Si, Mary’s
Seminary of the West, at Cincinnati,
where he began the study of Qatholic
theology, and there he was ordained a
priest in Ostober, 1860, After his ordin.
stion he still remained at the semicary
48 & professor, and he also attended the
adjacent missions of North Bend and
Sedamsville, the latter plice in Hemil-
ton county, and the former just across
the county line, After he had built a
small church at Sedamsvills, however,
he removed to that place, taking up his
residence in the basement of the church,
and for the five ensuing years he ap-
plied himself zealously to his parochial
duties. OnJune 30, 1866, while on his way
1o visit a sick parishioner, he had to cross
the tracks of the Oaio and Mississippi
and the Indianapolis and Cincinoati rail
roade, A train that was paseing on the
former line caused him to stop for a
moment on & sharp curve of the latter,
and the noise of the train prevented bis
hearing the coming of the Cincinnati ex.
press, which struck and instantly killed
bim, In & communication 1o the Cin.
cinnati Commercial the superintendent
of the Cincinuati line wrote ot the ecci.
dent and its victim as follows : “Tais
eveni has cast a gloom over our little
community "’ —the superintendent wrote
from Sedamsville—*and [ cannot help
referring to eome of the peculiar traits of
character and disposition which had en.
dearer Fatber MacLeod to myself and
80 many of his personal friends and ad.
mirers, and to e0 many of

emong whom he mingled, and by whom
he was 8o much beloved. My acqusaint
ance with Father MacLeod commenced
but a few months ago, yet at the tims of
bis death I knew him well, I had
lesrned to appreciate his excellent qual
ities of heart and honor his reailess and
vigorous intellect, his independent judg
ment, his fine scholarship and his great
learning, He was & man of remakable
energy. In looking alter the necessities
of his little church, in hunting up the
needy and destitute, in ministeriog to
their wants, in consoling the sick, in
cheering on the well, wo:king 28 willing.
ly by night as by day, in the rain and
under the glare of the sun, he never
seemed fatigued or tired of his mission,
Whatever he had to do he did cheer-
fully and with all his might. Hundreds
of section-men and laborers on the two
roads between Cincinnati and Lawrence
burg will bear testimony to their knowl.
edge of him and to his knowledge of
them ; to their love and respect for the
positive, yet good natured priest, to his
unfailing kindneess to them and their
household, and to his influence and con.
trol over them, which had never lost its
hold.”

While teaching belies lattres and
rhetoric at the seminary, Father Mac
Lood wrote his * History of the Deavotion
to the Blessed Virgin in North America,”
a work full of interesting information
and remarkable for the picturesqueness
of the language the author emaploys. If
our local anti-Catholic agitators could
only boast of two such come outers from
Catholicity a3 the distinguished Epieco.
palians, who found in Catholic doctrine
the truth they eo ardently searched for,
their ¢ Pauline Propaganda” might
cease to be the unsavory body its

Why do DP.otestants hellove fn the
Bible? This is surely but a fair ard
ressonable questlon to ack of men wlo
profees to make the B.b'o their sole ru'e
of faith. We are told over aud over sgatn
that “ the Blble, and the Blble only, is the
religlon of Protestants "—merning the
fourdation of thelr religion, ['ae Bible is
to them what St. Paul eays the Church
{s, “the pillar and ground of the t:u h,”
that {s, they believe {n Christianlty because
they belleve in the Bible. It wou!d be
but reasonable, then, on thelr part, to
make very eure thelr grouuds of belict in
the Bible fteelf,

What becomes of ths whole bellef of a
Protestant if the Bible bs not the word ¢f

ad,

It Is highly Importznt, ther, for Protere
tants to furnish a satisfactory smswer to
“ Hyw do youn know wta’ the Bibleis?”
Yet Protestants in geveral leave this very
question, so all-important to them, un-
answered and themselves in utter ignoc-
snce about it. What ought to be proved
{s carele:sly taken for granted, and while
they are very conversant it may be with
the text of ecripture they lave never
asked thamselves these stmpls questions :
why they bellevein it why they belleve
it to be the word of God ?

Thelr reason, however, for thus neglect
Ing eo important a question i3 not very
ditficult to discern, The fact is that the
answer to it completely showa up ths
glarlog vnconslstency of the whole sye
tem. For, when we trace back thelr be-
lief 1n the Bible, we ulilmately find thet
the authority on which it re:ts is the Cath
olic Caurch,

Sie alove 1t was who could reach back
to Apostollc times, and 8o gave her testi-
mony in thls matter ; and her testimony
was accepted even by her revolted chil
dren, As the oaly anewer to * Where do
you get the Bible from 7" s “ We get the
Bible from the Caurch,” )also theonly
apewer to “ How do you Enow what the
Bible 1s 1" {8 ** We know that It {s the in
spired Word of Giid on the suthorlty of
the Cauzeh,” Anotherimporien ques'’on
which Protestants have to answer, aud
one which comes under our main ques
tlon {3: “How do you prove to your own
satisfaction the genulueness of the Bib e}’
What I maan ls, How do yon prova that
the several books weze really written at
the time and place they profess to be
wrliten ? That they were written by the
persons who:e name they boar? How do
you prove its truthz, that the historical
parts are records of real events? That
its prophetical parts are the records of
true prophecles? If the Now Testament
bears witness in some measure to the O.d,
do we stlll not wact a witness to the
New? O:herwlse ths whela fulls to the
greued,

Supposiog tha genuinenass of Seriptare
to ba satisfaciorily proved from fis own
pages, and tho trath of its contents estab-
lisbed in the same way, all this would by
no means prove its inzpiration ; no, not
even {f the facts, the truth of which has
bsen thus established, were of auch a
natare that they would ounly be known to
man bv a direct commuulcation from
G.d. This would prove lcdeed that the
book contalus the record of a revelation,
but it would by no means prove the in.
splration cf the record fteelf, still less that
of anything else contained in the same
book.

How do you know Moses was Inepired
whan he wrote Genesis 7 granting that it
was the woik of Moses, snd further that
all it recounts s perfectly true,

Also, bow do you know that Danle!
was lnspired when he wrote the famous
prophecy predicting the rise and fall of
the four great empires of the world and
thoe estabichment of the Church on theis
ruins ?

8), too, with New Testament scriptures,
To prove that they were really wriiten
by thoss whose name they hear, and that
the facts they record really huppened, is
not eufficlent to prove their inspiratioa,

Taking for granted the {ineplratlon
of Scripture, Protestants have uever
examined tne questlon euflisently
to be aware how Impossible it is to
gather sufliclent evidence of it from
the psges of Scripture iteelf, and bow
entirely therefore the belief In it rests on
external testimony, What Is there in the
structure of any part of the Scripture to
Indicate it ?

In our ordinary traneactions of life
does mnot a written document of import
ance require witnesses? And so with
Holy Scripture.

Our beltef In the Inspiration of Scilp-
ture ehould rest on the testimony of an
fnepired wlitness. Aund are mnot the
Apostles of our Liord such witneeacs . But
how do we kuow that they have such
testimony !

There is one such witness, and only one—
the Catholic Church. It 18 on her testi-
mony that we ground our bellef in the
fnepiration of Scriptuie; aud that too
with certainty, becanee we look upon her
as & witne:s who cin neither deceive nor
be decelved—a witness which s infal-
1lble,s ¢,divinely guarded from allerrorin
faith or morals, Protestantsdo not admit
this, Yet in this important polot (to
them); the Inspiration of Scripture, they
trust her testlmony as unhes'tatingly as
we do ourselves,

All I would ack them to do, at thia
present age, 1s to hold fast thelr belief in
the fuspiration of Scripture, bat, at tha
same time to remember it {8 on tha role
testimony of the Citholic Church that
they have real solid grounde for that be-
ltef. And, therefore, to ack themselves
whether, as In this, she gives what they
all feel ard know to be true testimony,
they ought not, in candor, to glve her a
patient hearlog when she goes to explain
what 1s the true office of this Holy Scrlp
ture, for whoee iaspiration she vouches,
and her own regard to it. This last sub.
