They drink both tea and
ooffee, and are no sooner through with their meals
than they go to smoking their wild tobacco in
small pipes.

They are all very apt at learning anything.
The manner of folding napkins artistically, for
instance, which for any otber species of the
genus homo would require an apprenticeship of
a day or two, the Japanese learn by seeing it
done once. Their powers of imitation are con-
sequently very great, and for any kind of mani-
puiation apter scholars could not possibly be any
where found. They learn to write the Eoglish
letters in a few minutes, aod can copy anything
they see.  The faculty of constructivencss, in-
deed, seems to be a natural development, as also
a certain serene good bumor, which is indicated
by their universally fat, plump, smiling round
faces. Another national ci eristic seems to
be their inquisitiveness. There is bardly any-
thing that escapes them ; about our government,
laws, customs, manufactures, country, and so on,
they are never done asking questions. At the
International they were very curious to under-
stand the relations between Mr. Haley and his
employers ; what. sort of government was estab-
lished there ; how Mr. Haley could have every.
thing attended to so well, and how be could ex-
ercise so complete a control, unless be was a sort
of prince or master.

In front of the crown, above the rim, is another
Maltese cross, in the middle of which is the large

of the chivalrous Black Prince ; and underneath
this, in the circular rim, is another immense sap-
phire. The arches enclose a cap of deep
or rather blue velvet ; and the rim of the crown,
at its base, is clustered with' brilliants, and orna-
mented with fleurs-de-lis and Maltese crosses
equally rich.—There are many other precious
gems—emeralds and rubies, sapphires, and small
rls of price. The
crown is al valued at cver half a million
of dollars ; indeed, were it possible to recollect
and again bring together such precious stones,
this estimate would fall much below their intrin-
sic value. The old crown of England, made for
George 111., weighed upwards of seven pounds ;
but potwithstanding this gorgeous display of
jewelry, independent of the gold cap, the presént
crown only weighs nineteen ounces and ten pen-
nyweights. It measures seven inches in height
from the gold circle to the upper cross, and its
diameter at the rim is five inches.

Dzatr or TE Assx Huc—A literary
